mences tho divergence between Catholics and
Protestants, It ia on the interpretation of
¢1s Holy S:ripwures, The Catholics say thut
the Holy Scriptures are to be interpreted hy
the teaching body of the Latholic Chureh ;
that is, by the Pope and Bishops in council.
The Protestants say that the Sacred Scrip-
tures may be interpreted by each individual
as he pleases, and this is called the Right
of Private Jrdgment. 0
chie! points on which are based the tenets of
what is called the Protestant Reformation.
The result of this is a muliplicity of sects
and denominations, called after taeir origiual
founders or -of some peculiarity of the secte.
They sll differ from each other in mauters of
faith and disciplive, and vet all cluim to
base their religioa on the Sacred Scriptures,
or on the iufaliinle Word of God, but accord.
ing to their own interpretation. Now this
carcies sbsurdity on its face. The Holy
Spirit conld iiot inspire one sect of ypeopls tc
believe one thivg und another sect quite the
eontrary. The result of this is a multitude
of sects: the mijority of them are in England
and in the U it:d S'atcs, The result of the
Catholic teaching that the Church s the
interjxeter of God's Word, is uuity cf doc-
trine. No two Cathinlics ean differ from one
another ; the same doctrine ie Rome, Chipa,
Australia and Ancrica, Qur Lord as well a:
his apostles warued his disciples Mguins
listening to fal-e teachers, bringing in doc
trines of per atiean coanccived in their owp
braius, but & -+ expressed in the Word of Gud
properly interpreted.  Yet if any member of
the various uetominations should interpret
the Bible iu n ditf-rent sense Irom that recog
nized by the whole budy, he would be told
to retire frown the Church. If the words ot
Christ, * This is my body,” be taken in their
liternl seuse by » Protestant, he would be
sharged wuh Romenizing or believine
Catholic douvtrine. Trese words of Christ
have been inteipreted in many different wayr
by Protestant writers. Now, Christ came
apon earth to weach all truth, aod he gent
his Holy Spirit upon bis apostles to confirm
their minds in this truth snd guaranteed that
the teaching body of his church should uat
teach error ; hence he did not hesitate to say,
* He that hears you hears me, and he that
despiseth you deepiseth me,” and ** He thatl
will not bear ths: Church let him be con-
sidered as a heatien and a publican.” He
said to his apostles, ‘“Go and teach all
nations, beho'd L wn wish you all days to the
consummation of the world.” He did not
tell his apostles t»> write out his Goapel and
let each and every individual interpret i
a8 he pleases. There are mapy parts ot
. the dacred Scriptures hard to understand
St. Peter, in ap .aking of the Epistles of St.
Paul, said * Thit certain things are hurd te
be understood which the uniearned and un
stabie wrest, as they do also the other Scrip-
tures, to their own destruction.” {2n Pute:
fii. 16 ) But asome make this ohjeciion—-*¢ Bat
it i3 suid must there not be miny men vf many
minda,” Yes, but not in matters of faith
revealed by Christ. &t. Yunl says, ** Where-
unto we are come that we le of the samne
mind, let us also be of the maume rule.”
(Phil, iii. 16 ) Alro, ** Be careful to keep the
unity of tho spiriv in the bond «i peace, one
body, ope rpirit, ag you are called in ove
hope of your calling, one f.ith, one baptism,
one Lord.” {Eph. iv. 3, 4, 5) Anpother
difference : Thne Protestants say that the
Bible is the 1uale of £+ h; the Catholics eny,
No. Thue Protestants are not consistent in
saying that the Bible is the rule of faith;
they should rather say thut the interpretation
which they put on the Bible is their rule of
faith. But a rule should be certain, which
thiz is pot ; for St. Peter soys, * That no
Scripture is of private interpretution.” The
whole truth is, thut all Protestants do not
accept the Bibie us the rule of faith ; they
formulate creeds of their own. The English
Church huas its Thirty-nine Articles; the
Presbyterians huve their Westminster Cou-
fession ; the Methodists have their Book of
Discipline, and su with other denomisations ;
they have their own eculiar terots of belief.
arranged by themselves for their own peculiar
interpretation of the Sacred text. A rule ot
faith should be of ensy vccess to all. This was
utterly impossible before the art of printicg
was discovered, How few Bibles were iu the
world, and at the present time how many
persons do not know how to resd, snd, if
they do, how many are intelligent encugh to
seize the true mcaning of the Sacred text
when even their ininisters themselves
hold different views. The Protestang
rule of faith is, therefore, changeable ac-
cordizg to the interpretation that each
individual puts on the Sacred text; as
his lenrning, prejucice, ignorance, or pre-
vious training would isfluence bim, There-
fore, by followinyg private interpretation oneis
tossed about by every wind of doctrine,
{Eph. LV, 14). Here we may point out an-
other difference: The Protestanta say that
thie Church of Christ fell into error, but they
have not ull agreed what time it fell into
error. They all generally agreed that a break
was made with tho Church of Rome and afl
the churches of Chriatendom, by Luther and
hia followers; and ia England by Henry VIII,
when he could not get a divorce from hia law-
ful wife. The Catholics suy that the Church
of Christ nover fell into error according to the
prediction of Christ saying to St. Peter,
*¢ Thoa art @ rock, and upon this rock I will
build my church, and the gates of hell shall
not prevail agnjust it.” The gates of hell
mean the powers.of durkness, If this pro-
phecy and promise of Christ were not
1ulfilled, then Christ is a false prophet ; there-
fore not the Son of: God ; therefore we are
not redeemed. He was mot like the un-
wise architect who built his house upon
the moving sand. If the Church of Christ
were to fall away he counld not say ** hear the
Church, and ke that heareth not let himbeto
-thee as the heathen and the publican.” An-
othgr diffexence between Protestants and
Catholics : Catholics huve their "cbildren
baptized. Many Protestants do not, and they

1f this were the cuse few
would be found holy enough withcut any
purification from the stains of this witked
world to enter into heaven ; hut our merciful
God, wishingnlltobesaved, basprovided means
by which the imperfect can be purified to
vnter heaven. -We have not time in » short
lesture o bring up proofa from the Sacred
Seriptures to prove all our positions. Another
iifference : Catholics retnin nine bouks of
Scripture which the Protestants rcject.
Catholics believe that there are gewen
sicraments inetitute@ by Christ, and
that they convey sanctifying grace to
the 8oul, These are Baptism, Con-
firmation, Euchsrist, Penance, Extreme
Uuction, Holy Orders and Matrimony. Tnc
Protestants profues to have only two sacra-
ments, Baptism and the Lord's Supper. Some
Protestants do not look upon these sacraments
as conferring gruce on the soul and think that
there is no regenerating grace in the Sacra-
ment of Baptism, thongh Christ bas ssid,
Excepta mun be regenerated in water and the
Holy Ghost he cannot enter into the kingdom
of God, (Jahn, 3rd chap. 3rd verse), and St.

sine,” (Acts 11. 37th verse.) So bap:
vsm remits sins. The next difference
to which we will allude is the

headship of the Church, which Catholics
and Protestants believe is Christ reigning .in
Heaven, the founder and invisible head of
His Church. But there must be a visible
head and chief director, some man on earth,
to be the head ruler and director of His
Church. The Catholica say that Christ Him-
self provided for this before Hisascension into
Heaven, and rely only upon this for ita truth
when he said to Peter, *¢ thou art a rock, and
upon this rock I will build my Chareh, 1
will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom
+f Heaven, feed my lambs feed my sheep.”
\WWhatever power was given to Peter was given
to his successors, viz , the Bishops of Rome.
The Protestants hold that the ruler of & Stute
may be head of the Church ; they accordingly
conatitute themaelves hends of their churches
in their own couatries, not only rulers in
temporal thinge but also in spiritual, the ap-
pointment of Bishops deciding controversiea
and the like. The Queen of England is con-
siderea the head of the church in Eugiand ;
The Czar of Raussia, in Russia, and cven the
Grand Turk of Constantinople, head of
[slamism. Then come the temporary head«
of confercnces or even pastors of each con
gregation. The Catholics believe that the
visible h~ad of the Church of Christ on earth
is the Pope, the Bishop of Rome, the legitimate
successor of §t. Peter who was appotated by
Chriat ar visible head of the Church. Cbris:
did npot app»int Kings, or Emperors, or even
hends of conferences, or pastors of each con-
gregation to he heads of His universal church
on earth. There is another difference called
by mome Protestants sacredotalizmi, they
believe that Chriat did institute a priest.
hood in His Church, aad that the power
given by OChrist to His apnsiles was
not to be transmitted to their succes
sors for the relizgious benefit of Chris-
tiang. The Cathnlics hold the centrary,
thut nll the powere conferred on the apostles
were conferred on them, not as idividuals,
but as heads of a corporate body called the
Cinreh, to lust to the end of time in their
1iw{ully appointed successors. Christ hrought
a copious redemption naot anly for the people
of Judea that lived in his time, but for the
people of all times and of all countries, for
Awmerica us well ag for Asia, Christ was the
¢ ‘ming Lledcemer of all, and it would be a
matter of envy\ithrht‘s magniticent promises
and grace were\for the people of His own time
nad the time of the apostles only. We may re-
turn to this sugject on another occasion when
we shall prove that Christ ordained His
apostles priests of the New Law, giving them
power to transmit the priesthood to their suc-
cessors by ordination, giving them the holy
spirit for the work of their ministry by the
imposition of hands. This is called apostolic
succession ; that is the last bishop or priest
legitimately consecrated in the Church enjoys
tho powers committed by Christ to Hia apos-
tles, except, indeed, the headship of the
Church, an office conferred upon gt. Peter
and his successors the Popes of Rome.

ANEW JESUIT FATHER.

A YOUNSG MONTREALER ORDAINED ABROAD
~—AN EVENT FULL OF INTEREST AND
EDIFICATION. '

The Eoglish mail has just brought an ac-
count of an interesting and edifying event in
the career of a young Moutrealer. Daniel J

Danovan, son of our well know citizen, Mr.
Michael Donovan, huas just had the honorand
privilege of being raised to the privsthood
and of being mude & Jesuit Father before he
uttained his thirtieth year.

Eight years ago Father Donovan campleted
his classival course with much success in St.
Mary’s College, on Bleury street, and during
the sammer of 1877 entered the Jesuit
novitiste at Ssult au Recollet. He passed two
years there, at the end of which time he wus
sent t7 England to prosecute hia philosophi-
cal and theological studies. He entered the
famous  colleges at Stonyhurst and
Rochampton, where he received his
training in philosophy and the sciences.
Fuur years ago he was removed to the schol
asticate of theology in 8t. David’s College,
situate in the ancient town of Mold, North
Wales. This college was made a refuge for
Jenuit fathern that were expelled from France
by the iniquitious laws of the Repubiic.
From the time of his errival in Mold Father

'Donovan was granted ~the privilege of

laboring among the CUatholic dpc:»pulaﬁon

of the town, and by his zeal and devotion to

their ipterests waa looked upon as their best
wad truest friend. The day of the ordination

cand of thefirat Mass had arrived and it seemed

usif the people could not pay encugh of honor
to the young Canadian priest. The chapel

was packed to witness the imposing ceremon-

ira of the ordination. A deputation of the

citizens waited upon the rector of the college
to reguest the favor of having the new

priest say his first muss in the parish charch.

As one of our exchanges remarks all Mold

tarned ont, the church was crowded to
jts utmost capacity and huodreds had to be
turned away, & thing which had pever oc-
curred since the days of Heary VIIL. Pro-

testsnts as well as Cutholics were there
and all present received his blessing alike.

Probably the most pleasant feature of
this edifying scene was the presence of
the young priest’s father, who had
crossed the ocena to assist at the ordination
and who had the happioess of serving at his
avn's firat Mass. After the religious cere-

monies a dinper wuas givep, at which the
Right Rev. Dr. Knoight, Bishop of Shrews-
hury, presided. Mr. Michuel Donovan was
the honored guest of the eccasion, and sat on
the right of His Lordship. Addresses were
the order of the hour, and Father Donovan
led by n most feeling and eloguent one to the
Bishop. He said :—

My Lorp,—Priest forever—our hearts feel
our happiness & thousand times more thun
our lips can express it, and therefore we turn
to the divipe priest who has deigped o call
us to the priesthood and say unto Him: ¢ To
‘Thee the glory and honor forever and forever.”
And turping to the pontiff who has brought
to our sacerdaotal consecration such riches und
such joy, vur lips and our hearta can find but
‘one word, gratitude snd gratitude for all
eternity. Your name, my lord, will ever re-
main linked with the remembrance of our
priesthood. VWhen on a foreign shore the cxile
of Erin opens a letter from home and there
falls from the missive o half faded sprig of
shamrock, tears spring to his eyes, he is
wrapped in contemplation of the days gone
by, aud he seems to hear an interior voice
whispering 1&ving words to him, In fact this
triple leaf has for him o message which others
csonot bear, It speaka to him of the verdant
iand of his birth, it recalls the humble cottage
where he was born, sud brings back to
memory the loving mother at whose
kunee he first learned the sweet leasons of re-
ligion and piety. And we also, my lord,
whether on the shores of the great American
lakes, on the chilly plains of Armenia, on the
banks of the distant Zamtesi, or under the
sunny sky of the Eaat, in fair Albion, in la
Belle France, or in our dear Capada, when
each morning our chalice holds the pre-
cious Blood and our hands touch the
sacred body of Jesus Christ—in the pres-
ence of this pearl beyond price—we shall
recall, with tears of happiness and of joy, the
glad day of our first Muss, thia spot on which
we have baen snointed priests of the Most
High ; and we shall also lovingly recall the
memory of the beloved Pontiff whose hands
have made us priests, praying' that the
choicest blessings may ever attend him.

HOW TO PREVENT SMALLPOX FROM
SPREADING,

EVERY PERSON WH" HAS NOT BEEY SUCCESS-
FOLLY RE-VACCINATED SHOULD BE
VACCINATED AGAIN.

1. All needless woollen and other draperies
should be removed from the room in which
the patient lies, and be immediately disin-
focted if the rash has appeared.

2 All. bed and body linen should be
plunged into water, cootaining a disinfect.
unt, IMMEDIATELY it is taken from the patient,
and BEFORE 1t is removed from the rovm.

3 All glasses, cups, etc., used by the
patient eshoold be carcfully cleaned in boiling
water before being used by other persons,

4 Pocket handkerchiels ought not to be
used, but small pieces of rag, whivh should
ba burned directly.

5. Nurzes and others, whose hands come in
contact with the patient, ahonld wash them
in water containing Universal Disinfecting
Pawder, or other disinfectants, nusing & pound
of powder to agallon of water, and afterwarda
in plain eoap and water. The uurse or other
person in charge of the sick should not mix
with the rest of the family, and should wear a
dress made of some washing material.

6 The sick room shonld be kept well ven-
tilated. The lower sasn may be raised two
or three inches, and a piece of wood be placed
underneath it, so as to close the whole of the
opening, and thus sllow of ventilation above
the meeting bar of the lower sash.

7. ‘The bed, mattrass and woollen articles,
which have been used by the patient, or ex-
posed to the infection, should be disinfected
at the disinfecting apparatus belonging to the
sanitary authority, or in some other effectual
manner (a8 with barning sulphur), as soon as
the patient is convalescent, Their removal
to the disinfectiug chamber, when such ex-
ista, is stropgly advised.

To disiafect & room with the bedding and
clothes, from a guarter to half a pound of
sulphur should be burnt tnerein, the door,
window and chimney being closely shat.
The sulphur should be put in an earthen or
tin plate, and placed over a vessel of water,
in order to avoid the danger of fire. It may
te ignited by placing on it a live coal, and
the room must then be closed, and left tor
five or six hours.

S. After the patient has recovered, nnd be-
fore mixing with the fami'y, he ghuvld tuke
& bath, or be washed sll over more than once
with warm water and carbolic acid snap, and
sbould not leave the sick room until he has
been informed by his medical nttendant that
there is no longer any risk of infection,

DISINFECTANTN.

WHICLL TO UsE AND HOW TU USK THEM-—188UKD
&Y THE PROVINCIAL LOAEDL OF HEALTH.

Disinfectants absorb imgure exbalations,
prevent decompobition, kill disease germs and
destroy nosious gusses, but in no inatance
should they be considered as substitutes for
a pure atmnsphere obtained by sunlight and
free ventilstion. Their greatest utility is
when they ara used for disinfecting clothing
or when an empty room or house has to be
disinfected by large quantities of a disinfect-
ant in a geseous form.

Rememver that disinfectants and deodor-
izers are simply aids in restoring and pre-
serving leaithtul purity and are not intended
to take the place of pure air, cleanliness and
suniight. As a rule, houses which have green
blinds are kept too dark in the summer
months. Never forget that vaccination is the
Lest prevantative of smnalipox

" Disinfecting solution No. 1—Cabolic acid
(liqufied), quarter piot; water one gallon.
Tis solution may be used to sonk sheets in
when it is reguired to iaolate 5 room by hang-
ing a sheet over the doorway ; for putting] nto
the bedpan or chamber vessel to receive the
evacuations, A little should also be sprinkled
on the evacuation afterwards, before it leaves
the sick room. This solution may also be
used freely in the water closeta two or three
times daily, Al soiled clothing as soon as
removed from the patient should be sosked in
this solation before heing removed from the
sick room, or the following solution may be
used for the same purpose: :
