Dugrix, Jan, 30.—The subject of our
Irisb University holds a conspicucug
place on the programme of the Parlia-
ment now inseason. In 1874 an Enzlish
Ministry went down on the question
Gladstone’s bill proposed to reorganize
Trinity as Ireland's University, altering
its Protestant basis. Both the Trinity
sectarians and the Bishops were opposed
to thix ides, and Gladstone went out ol
power on the measure to he succeeded by
Disraeli. =ince that time the question
of our Irish University bas slumbered,
awakening now and then in a half heart
ed attempt Lo create n renewed interest
in the subject. To-day it is again hefore
the people, vigorous and full of life.

Lord Rugsell, England’s Chief Justice,
said at a recent meeting that Trinity
College would not answer. Ireland wanted
“no glorified ecclesiastical seminary, but
£ national University, instinct with the
genius, colored with the religion, and in
sympathy with, and deriving its motive
power from that very sympathy, with
the aspirations of a self-respecting and
free-governing people.”

The apeech of Mr. Balfour, in the
House of Commonas,on the question, was
delivered in a liberal and encouraging
strain. He declared, in effect, that the
Goveroment was. prepared to endow a
Catholic University if the Catholics of
Ireland themeelves can agree upon a
scheme which will be acceptable to the
Irish clergy and laity alike, and which
will afford a guarantee that the standard
of education within the proposed insti-
tution will be of a kind whicb will se-
cure respect for its degrees.

These requirements can be easily met,
and there is every reason to believe that
the hopes 80 long cherished for a great
Catholic University in Ireland will acon
be realized.

Party wae Leld in Commities Room No.
15, at the Honse of Commons. nnder the
chairmansuip of Mr. Dillon during the
week. Tuere was an attendance of 51
members. Mr. Michael Davitt proposed,
and Mr. P, M'Dermott seconded the fol-
lowing resclution, viz:—*That, 'n ac-
cordance with the duty imposed upon
the Irish Parlinmentary Party by the
Irish R:ce Convention, to nmke eilvetive

provision for the unity and discipline of {.

the Party, it is resolved, viz :—

“That it s essential that euch mem-
her should join in loyally carryving out
the Party policy, as settled atter {ull dis
cussion at Party meetings by the judg-
ment of the maiority.

“ That with a view to such discussion
and settlement regular meetings shall be
held on the first day of each session and
on the second Tuesday of each month
during the session. or the nearest con-
venient day, and other meetirgs may be
held from time to time in the judgment
of the Chairman or on the rejuisition
to him of not less than five members,
and that it is the duty of every member,
as far as possible, to attend the Party
meetings to assist in reaching the best
decisions upon the uestions raised.

“That it is contrary to the duty of
any member to oppose publicly any de-
cision reached by the Party, and that in
cases in which it bas been found impos.
sible to hold a Party meeting, and in
matters springing up in course of debate,
or in matters of tactics and administra-
tion, such as have ordinarily been ar-
ranged by the Chairman of the Party, it
is contrary 10 the duty of any member
to oppose publicly in the House of Com-
mons the Parliamentary aclion of the
Chairman taken on behalf of the Party,
atter such advice as he can obtain at the
moment, though every member retains
his right to criticise and move against
such nction in I'arty meetings.

“That the Party observes that a pub-
lic fund has been started for the main.
tenance of a portion of the party in
rivalry with the National subscription
instituted nnder the authority of the
Irish Race convention, and that at a
meeling of subscribers to the rival fund
resolutions were adopted declining to
recognize the Irish National Federation,
as now constituted and controlled, ns
representing the country, and authoriz-
ing the [ormation of a new organization.

* That these proceedings, it successful,
would subvert theunity and destroy the
cfliciency of the Irish National party ;
and that it ie irreconcileable with the
porition of any member of the Irish
Party to associate himself in any way
therewith.

“That in case--at a Parly meeting
specially called on not less than one
week’s notice for the consideration of
the question—it be resolved that any
member has at any time since its pas-
sage violated the spirit of this resolu-
tion, and has thus substantially failed in
the obligation it imposes, he shall there-
upon cesse to be » member of the Party.

* That this resolution is not intended
in any way to impair the obligation of
the existing Party pledge.”

The following amendment was moved
by Mr. T. M. Healy, seconded by Mr, T.
B. Curran :—

* That the power of the Irish Parlia-
mentary Party to enforce the pledge
tauken by every Nationalist member to
his cobstitnents is the best guarantee for
unity and cohesinn amongst their repre-
sentutives possessed by the people of Lre-
land ; that the only conditions binding
on the representatives of the people are
thoseimposed bytheir conatituents before
election ; that no section of this Party
can confer on its chairman new and un-
ususl powers which his predecessors
never enjoyed or claimed, snd that the
invention or enfurcement of additional

,obligations is subversive of the constitu-

tion of the Party and an invasion of
public and individual right.”

AN AGED NUN DEAD.

SISTER BT. JOSEPH, WHO ARRIVED IN ST.
BONXIFACE IN 1844
(Northwest Review,)

On Monday last, at 9.45 p.m., Gertrude
Anastasia Coutlee, known in religion as
Sister St. Joseph, breathed her last at
the Mother House of the Grey Nunps in
St. Boniface. She was the only survivor
of the first four Sisters who, embarking
in a bark canoe at Lachine, near
Montreal, on Agril 25th, 184, react}ed
St. Boniface by way of Lake Superior.
Lake of the Woods and Winnipeg
river on June 21st of the same year. Her
father was Louis Coutlee, of Lesa (edres,
Ouebec, and her mother’s maiden name
was Rose Watier.  Born on the 17th of
November, 1514, she entered the nnvi-
tiate of the Grey Nuns in Montreal on
the LSth March, 1836, and took her vows
as & professional nun on the lsy June
1=18  Thus she had been eight vears in
the eomimunity and was in ber 25th
vear when she hraved the {solation of

the Red River Settlement at  that
time. amd. with her three com-
panions, was the dfdrst  nun to

¢-ose the height of land betwern Lake
supericr and the Hudson Bay basin
Sister St Joseph at different times tilled
the offices of  Aseistaut Mistress  of
Novices, and chief directreas ot the
orphan girls. Thouch much erippled of
lute with awe and intirmitics, she pre-
served Lo the Iast her cheerfulness ot
epirit and quietly prepared for the last
dread jonrney to the bourne where she
will receive the reward of her almost 61
years of religiuua life.

ENGLISH WOMEN.

THEIR CLAIM ToO VOTE AT ELECTIONS NOW
BEFORE THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

The lLondon correspondent of an
American exchange refers to the
Woman’s Suffrage Bill in a recent letter
in the following manner:

Since those exciting days in April,
1892, when the woman’s sufirage bill was
defeated by a narrow majority of some
20 votes, there has been no such invasion
of the outer and inner lobbies of the
House of Commons a8 on Tuesday night
last, when ladies besieged the place, ex-
acting, coaxing, almost threatening.

The present Bill is obscurely drawn,
and dispenses unequal favors, for while
it grants the franchise to certain classes
of women, with a more liberal hand
than in the case of men, it utterly denies
the coveted right to great numbers of
skilled and educated women, who pos-
sess the same conditionas required of
men. A radical eriticism of this mea-
sure is that it enfranchises property and
not sex, and will not give to the mase of
independent working women any politi-
cal power whatsoever,

The question may be one at which
many politicians smile, but the steadily
increasing support it receives cannot be
denied by any careful student.

It was with aimost puzzled surprise
that Londun woke up Thursday last to
tind that a second reading of the wo-
man's suffrage bill had actually been
passed by a considerable mujority. That
this by no means implies that it ever
will pass into law is of course self-evi-
dent. There are too many rocks aheid
to permit of an indulgence of hope that
the poor little bill, ateered as it is by a
private member, can ever survive the
windy and stormy session.

Still the step, such as it is, is very no-
ticeable. It is curious, too, to notice the
two men whose very ditferent genius
gives & comic relief to the somewhat
proty assembly, each delighting the
House in bis own maunner. Wilfred Law-
son comically vowed that even if all
women voted for public houses he wonld
neverthelees enfranchise them.

Without attemptine to solve the deli
cate question as to whether the women
of this country are the equals of men in
intelligence, it is perfectly certain that
there are over a million more women
than men, and while this disproportion
exists the Britisher is likely to keep the
voting power in his own masculine
handa.

AN ARCHBISHOP 22 YEARS.

Friday next, says the Boston Herald,
will be the 22nd anniversary of the con-
ferring of the pallium upon Archbishop
JobnJ, Williama. It will be an occasion
of more than special interest to Catho-
lics, not only of this archdiocese, but of
the entire country. There is, probably,
no other Archbishopin this country who
has been wearing the pallium forso long
a period.

Although the archbishop is close to 77
years of age, he enjoys good health, He
was relieved of some of his work
through the appointment of an auxiliary
bishop a few yesrs ago, yet there are few
ecclesiastical celebrations in the arch-
diocese at which he is not the officiat-
ing prelate. A native of the city
he loves so well, he commands the re-
spect and confidence of hie clergy and of
the laity to a remarkable degree. He
began his work here as priest in the old
Franklyn street Cathedral, was after-
ward rector of that church, then vicar-
general and pastor of St. James’ Church
In Albany street, next bishop of the
diocese, and finally archbishop.

Live Stock Trade.

Loxnox, February 8.—The trade was
weaker all round, which was, no doubt,
due to larger otterings, and prices lor
cattle declined ¢ to ic, while those for
sheep were ic lower., Choice States gold
at 11lc, Argentines at 10{c, and sheep at
10;c.

A private cable received from London
was tirmer for choice States’ cattle, and
noted an advance of }eeince this day
week, quoting 11ie, while choice Cana-
dians were steady at 10de. Sheep were
alsoquoted tirmerat 11e, while lambs de-
clined e to 14ic.

A private cable received from Glasgow
to-ény reported actual sales of choice
States'steers at £15 138 per head, bulla
15 and Canadian eattle ap 213,
There were 15590 head of Capadian and
American cattie on tue market.

The Chicagn Grogers' Journal says :—
The cattle are droesing very poorly and
Luyers say the bighest pricod cattle are
making poor tests on the block,  Denl-
er8 are vitel foated these duys in guess:
ing cnthe waight of cuttle, myst of them
sealing lexs than traders ¢ xpect. Soft
corn accounts for part of it, but the
principal reason is  that teeders are
working on the quick return snd small
protit plan.  Not a few feeders are hand-
ling two creps this season, as the short
feeding periuds enable themto du. Even
the distillery feeders are operating on
the same bnsis. One Chicago concern,
which has recently marketed 1,200 four
tosix months cattle has tillea up the
space with thin cattle again. Thistend-
ency to use lighter cattle gets away with
the supplies taster thun the method of
feeding to a finish. Some cattle are
coming in {rom Mexicoand a good many
will come from Canada, but this doesn't
increase the cattle ‘‘in sight” very
materially, and if the Canadian caitle
did not come here they probabiy would
be fattened and brought into competi-
tion across the water. There is a tend-
ency among farmers to buy instead of
raise their young cattle, and with no
large increase in suypplies visibl- in any
purt of the country, it looks as if breed-
ing cattle cught to be in big demand be-
tore long.

MoxTtrEAL, February S.—There was no
impurtant change in the situation of the
local live stock trade during the past
week. The demiznd for export cattle,
botu in the West and on spot, has been
slow, and the volume of business in this
line has been small. A few bulls and
steers were picked up to day at 3c to 3ic
per lb., while at the stock yards holders
of really choice steers were asking 3ic
to 4c, but we did not hear of any sales
being made.

The oflerings of live stock at the East
End Abattoir were 700 cattle, 250 sheep,
230 lumbs and £0 calves. The receipts
of cattle continue liberal, especially of
common and inferior stock, which is
coming principally from country points
in Quebec, and the supply of this class
of beef is in excess of the requirements
of the trade, as the demand ior ruch is
only limited at any period of the year,
consequently this over supply of poor
stutl’ continuce to have a depressing
effect on the marketfor the better grades,
and values to day show a turther decline
of jc perlb. The attendance of buyers
was lurge, but owing to the unfavorable
weather prevuiling they showed a dis
position to hold off, and in most cases
only bought sutlicient stock to il actual
wants,. In  consequence of which
trade was quiet aud corsiderable
stock was lelt unsold. Choice steers
and h ifera sold at 8lc to 3ic; good at
e vo 3¢ fair at 2}c to 2ic, and 1nferior
and common at lc to Z¢ per ib. live
weight. The supply of sheep and lambs
was larger than usual, for which the de-
mand was slow
market was easier with prices tending
downward. This is due, it i8 said, tothe
recent large receipts of frozen stock,
{rom which butchers have been drawing
theivsupplies. Sales of choicesheep on
export account were made today at 3e.
and fair to gocd at 3ic per lb. live
weight. Lembs werelower at d¢ to dlc
per lb,, or at §5 to $4 each. Calves met
with a fair sale ut prices ranging

‘Irom $3 to ¥8 each jor fair to good stock.

The feature of the live stock market
at Point Si.Charles was the strongest
feeling for lightweight hogs, and prices
show an advance of 10c per 100 lbs aince
this day week. The receipts were small,
there being only 200 offered, and they
met with a ready sale at $4.50 to $1 60
per 100 lbs. for light, and at 3ic to 4c
per 1b. for heavy. There were 10 loads
of cattle on the market, but wholesale
buyers were scarce, as they had more
than ample supplies on band, and as
usual, drovers were obliged to forward
their stock to the above market.
