"ýPur8uant to discusosions that havJe taken place between the re-
prosenta tives o f ow' two countr-ies, I haoe the honour, on instructions ofmy Gove-nment, to propose that thé membérs of the family forminq part of
thé househotd of officers of each State Who are nationale of that statcand vihq are asgned bhr théir Government to an official mission in theother $taté, à.ithout having pemutznt resideno.e in the latter, be auths-rized to obtain gaiýnfuL employment in that State, providéd théy fulfil Zthe !egislative and -egutatory conditions requiréd for thé exercice o.Iany p-ofession and except for cases ýhe-e rés sons cona. rning public orderand national spcurity wouLd prevént thé empLoyment. 2'hie <uthorizat ionchat! te-mz'nate ý,ith thé end of thé- officér's assignment or, if auch iRthe case, if the bene ficiam8 ehoutd ceasé to futf f il the conditions rée-

quired ta be cons,*de,-éd a part of the household.
