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3. Benefits shall be paîd to beneficiaries free from any deduction for

administrative expenses that may be incurred in paying the benefits.

Article XX

Resoludon of Difficulties

The competent authorities of the Parties shall resolve, to the extent possible,

any difficulties which arise in interpreting or applying this Agreement

according to its spirit and fundamental principles.

Article XXI

Understandings Wth a Province of Canada

The relevant authority of Antigua and Barbuda and a province of Canada may

conclude understan dings concerning any social security matter within

provincial jurisdiction in Canada insofar as those understandings are flot

inconsistent with the provisions of this Agreement.

PART V

TRANSITIONAL AMD FINAL PROVISIONS

Article XXII

Transit jonal Provsions

1. Any creditable period completed before the date of entry into force of
this Agreement sball bc taken into account for the purpose of

determining the right to a besnefit under the Agreement.
