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ARTICLE 18
Entry into Force and Termination

1. This Treaty is subject to ratification. The instruments of ratification shall be
exchanged at Vienna as soon as possible.

2. This Treaty shall enter into force on the first day of the third month following
the month in which the instruments of ratification have been exchanged.

3, Subject to paragraph 4, on entry into force of this Treaty, the Extradition
Agreement between Canada and the Republic of Austria, signed at Ottawa on
May 11, 1967, shall cease to have effect.

4. Extraditions requested after the entry into force of this Treaty shall be
governed by its provisions.

5. Extraditions requested prior to the entry into force of this Treaty shall continue
to be governed by the provisions of the Agreement of 1967, referred to in
paragraph 3.

6. Either Contracting Party may terminate this Treaty at any time by giving
written notice to the other Party, through diplomatic channels. The

termination shall be effective six months following the date on which such
notice was received. ‘
