A second component of our programme was a
cross-Canada tour that I made last spring.
I visited every province in Canada to
discuss the International Year of Peace and
the question of the relationship between
disarmament and development with members of
our non-governmental Consultative Group on
Disarmament and Arms Control Affairs and

with interested Canadians at public meetings.

We have published a selection of essays
written by distinguished Canadians and
dealing with the broad themes of the
International Year of Peace from individual
perspectives. This commemorative book was
prepared in order to encourage reflection on
the basic requirements of peace in the

contemporary world.

An essay competition for Canadians dealing
with the theme "What is peace and what can I
do to achieve it" and a poster competition
on the International Year of Peace was

held. The eight winners of the competition
were awarded a trip to the United Nations in

New York. A commemorative stamp was issued
