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Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): Yes.

Mr. GUTI{RIE: Wjth what resuit?

Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): We have a
few of the herd on Anticosti isiand, but the
reindeor that were placed on the east coast of
Hudson bay did flot thrive. The difficulty
xvas one of pasture. If these thoroughiy ex-
poriencod men cen locate arees in the central
portions of the territories upon which reindeer
can thrive, we xviii purchase the reindeer, drive
them across the territory and seek to instiuct
the Eskimo in the care of reindeer.

Mr. GEARY: Are these botanists Ameni-
canis or Canadiens?

Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): Americans.

Mr. GEARY: No Canadians?

Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): None who
have had experience with reindeor and their
problems We got these two men so that we
,wouid mnake no mistake.

Item agreed to.

To provide for paymient to the governrnent of
the United States in pursuence to articles 8
and 10 of Lake of the WVoods convention as
signed et Washington on Februai'y 24, 1925, and
as approx cd of by the House of Commions on
2NlýY 5, 1925. and by the Sonate on MUay 12,
1925, $275,000.

Mr. GUTHRIE: How is this arrived at?

Mr. STEWART (Edmonton): It was
ailocated by the board appointed for the pur-
pose of estimating the damage dlaims that
might arise, and this was our proportion of
the amount payable to the American residents
on the south shore of the lake of the Woods
whose propcrty would suifer damage.

Mr. ROBB: I wonder if my lion. friand
would be ready before six o'ciock to let an
item go throughi. Item 381 in the further
suppiementaries for 1925-26, xvas heid up by
my hion. friend from Vancouver Centre. It
was e large item, and I was not able to give
the explanation, but I bave it now. It is in
the small sheet, 381 of the supplementary
estimates.

Mr. GUTURIE: I would prefer that my
hion. friend should take it Up to-night.

Mr. ROBB: I wouid be glad to weit, but
I wanted to point out to my hion. friend that
it was a customary item and had gone thrcugh
each year. It was passed in 1919-20 and in
1921-22 during my hion. f riend's administrat-
tion. It was e customary item.

Mr. LAPOINTE: No, no.

Item ngreed to.

Public Records Commission, contingencies and
salary of cheirman, $3,000.

Mr. GUTHRIE: What is this commission?

Mr. RINFRET: It is a commisson for
the purpose of helping in the collectia)n
of manuscripts fer the Archives departmcent.
It has been fouîîd that we coulti not colleot
the material quickly enough and in proper
order for that very important department,
which bas developeti vory mcl lately, and
it was therefore f oIt it would bie botter to
establisb a commission, on the samne standing
as the commission which exists in England,
for the purpose of collecting such material.
The idea is to have a chairman, together
with honorary members in evory province in
Canada, to make the work of collection more
active. The amount askod for just now i
only $3,000.
