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I have quite a sheaf of correspondence on
this Charieswood housing project, apart from.
what I have discovered at first hand myseif.
I do flot intend ta go into it ail, but it does
point out something about the values of the
construction of these houss and the difficul-
dies they are now having. Tbey do raise one
pertinent point, namely, that severai officiais
are putting the pressure on these people to
bave them sigu these agreements at these
amounts of $7.300. If they do flot do so they
wiii be asked to vacate on May 1, and that is
Iess than two months from today. The people
are now living in the bouses on a rentai basis
of $30 a month. They are toid by these
officiais that if there is any difficuity about
baving themt sigu these agreements or vacate,
the rent will probabiy be raised considerabiy
per month to the present occupants of the
bouse.

I know, from my own personai inspection of
these places, that some of them are most
unsatisfactory in the matter of construction.
Wben I was there, some of the bouses had a
great deai of water in the ceilar. The base-
ments had heaved and the centre was cracked
wide open, throwing the foundations out of
uine. Some of the buildings were realiy in bad
shape at that time. In fairness ta the depart-
ment, I muet say that a great deai of repair
work has been done to bouses in that unit,
but many of the people are stîll unsatisfied.
They think there should be a 100 per. cent
repair job done on ail these bouses before
they are asked to sign an agreement to pur-
chase the property. They are rigbtly entitled
ta that. They go fartber, and a number of
them ask for an independent royal commis-
sion. They dlaim that if such an independent
commission were set up it sbouid hoid sit-
tings in the larger centres tbroughout Canada.
They mention, in particular, Winnipeg,
because if the sittings were held there these
people couid get their own counsel and appear
before such a body in Winnipeg. The same
thing wouid apply to ail centres across
Canada where difficulties anise.

As a member of the committee on veterans
affaire, I have heard of cases of a like nature
in almost every province. To bear that out,
I remember iast summer I asked the minister
a question, and probabiy some of these mat-
ters are still under investigation. In their
complaints, many of these people point out
that at this time the septic tanks have frozen
up and the water lias backed up into the
basement. One can understand that this
wouid cause an embarrassing situation ta the
people occupying these houses. They say that
there is a great deal of danger from disease
mu the spring when warmer weather sets in.

As I bave said, the cement floors in the
basements have cracked and heaved from the
frost and the water. There la a lot of water
in that area at tîmes, and the places are in an
unsatisfactory condition. Tbe carpentry work
in many cases was very poor. Some of these
chaps toid me about their. own relatives work-
ing on the job, chaps wbo had- neyer done any
carpentry work in their lives before. They
had came in from the farmse and were paid
carpenter's wages, warking on the construction
on a cost-pius basis. Not knowing anything
about the job, tbey did not hustie very mucb.
Tbey were greenhorns an the job.

I remnember st summer that a resolution
came before the veterans affaira committee,
and I believe it was agreed to because a
question was asked the minister respecting the
resolution on August 5. The committee recom-
mended that if the outside cost of the vet-
eran's house bad gone over $6,000 the gov-
erument should m'ubsidize the excess up ta at
ieast 23à per cent, snd the minister said that
tbe matter was still under consideration and
would probably be deait with at the next
session. By tbat, lie meant this session of
parliament.

On motion of Mr. Rosa (Souris) the debate
was adj ourned.

At eleven o'clock the house adjourned, witb-
out question put, pursuant to standing order.
