After
tabling on Friday his rather pointed letter to the minister
of communications of Quebec, I wonder whether the Min-
ister of Communications can be a little more definite and
precîse now as to when he intends to lay before parlia-
ment the green paper, so-called, on communications
policy? The second part of my question, which I ask now
so as not to take too much time, is this: after tabling the
green paper, does the minister intend to convene a feder-
ai-provincial conference on this long-smouldering
problem?

do not have to alter my predictions about the publication
of the government green paper at the end of March, Mr.
Speaker. As for another federal-provincial conference on
communications, several provincial ministers of com-
munications have approached us about it and we are now
considering the matter. The federal government warmly
welcomes that proposal. We will have to agree so to
include it on the agenda of federal-provincial meetings
which, as we ail know, is quite full; we will also have to
agree on the agenda of such a conference, which will be
much easier.
