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how the Ministry of Finance could conceivably corne up witb
this computation, on the rnortgage suggested, of $2,538.23, or
is this another illustration of deliberate misrepresentation by a
governmcnt that refuses to put up any speakers in debate so
the Government can not in any way be questioned as to the
nature and tcrms of a Bill?

Mr. Nickerson: Mr. Speaker, 1 must say 1 fully subscribe to
the observations made by the Hon. Member for Mississauga
South (Mr. Blenkarn). 1 do not know how that computation
was made. No one really knows how it was made because there
are no regulations wbicb give the complex formulac to be
incorporated in tbe Bill. It is impossible for anybody really to
know at the tirne of public debate in tbe House of Commons
on thîs Bill bow it will affect bim or ber and what penalties
wilI be assessed upon the early dischargc of a rnortgage.

are these people going to say this kind of thing publicly in their
clection carnpaign? I arn absolutcly durnbfounded! While the
Govcrnrnent approacbed these issues responsibly and bravely,
they could and would neyer have done so! And at the same
time, the Governrnent conducted the affairs of State. Yes, we
did have an economnic slowdown, as did aIl other countries. If
the Progressive Conservatives had been in power, Mr. Speaker,
it would have been a disaster! People witb no experience, wbo
would have Iost control completely! And now tbey are telling
us that we ignored the economic issues.

When 1 hear tbe Hon. Mernber opposite saying that-

"The interest of tbe Governrnent is more with tbe financial
institutions".

Imagine bcaring sucb words from a Member on the opposite

side of the House! How can wc believe statements that con-
tradict the very policies of bis Party, a Party tbat is dedicated
to the interests of the big financial institutions?

Mr. Speaker,
these people are speaking out of botb sides of their moutbs at
once, and just to kili tirne, too! Other Members werc saying
that nobody was speaking on this side of the House. We do not
have to be convinced, we alrcady are. And we do not have to
make alI kinds of false accusations, like the Members opposite
are doing.

Mr. Speaker, we know tbis Bill is a good Bill. We know that
Canadians arc anxious to sec it pass, and we do not really bave
to try to convince our friends opposite.
