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And also,—Order of The ouse, for a Statement shewing the number of Vessels
propelled by wind or steam, mentioning their tonnage, which were built in the United
States, and registered in Canada, between the first day of January, 1878, and the first
day of January, 1880; and also, the amount collectel when such Sailing or Steam
Vessels were registered.
