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the first and second prizes feel that if they 
are longer than 30,000 words the expense of 
publishing them might limit their circulation. 
Perhaps too much weight is being given to this 
point and personally I see no reason for placing 
a limit at all to the length of the essays.

The support which you have promised this 
matter is very much appreciated, particularly as 
this work on my part is solely a labor of love 
and has only been undertaken in the belief that 
some good would come from it and that the 
competition would meet with the approval of such 
leaders in education as yourself."
