The five weeks’ strike already has 
cost the Yorkshire Miners’ Association — 
over £ 300.000 In strike pay and other 
expenses, while the loss in wage* has 
been in the neighborhood of £6,000.000.

With the fear of direct action by 
the “triple alliance”—comprising the 
railroadmen, * miners and transport 
workers—in balloting on a strike re­
moved. and the prospect of a speedy 
resumption of work in the Yaricftblfe 
coal fields the labor situation was 
distinctly improved today, and the 
government and parliament breathed 
easier.
