Christ’s Words of Cheer.

The preacher then described the four
occasioris on which Jesus bade people
“Cheer up.” The healing of the palsied
man; Peter walking on the water;
Christ’s parting words to His Disciples,
and the words to Paul, “Be of googd
Cheer.”

He showed that the first foundation
for joy was a conscience cleansed from
guilt. Without this happiness ds im-~
possible, and in many cases bodily
health also. Nothing allays the spectres
of an accusing conscience save the
blood of Christ. The second element
was walking with Jesus; the third was
tribulation, and the fourth courage.

In proportion as pleasure and the
world occupy- the heart, the joy of the
Lord leaves it. Christiang ought to be
ashamed to have to resort to the
world for pleasure. “I not ounly,” said
he, “go to Christ for my salvation, but
for my recreation, and He gives me
both.” (Shouts of “Hallelujah.”)

To Save, Not Reforin, the World. |

Let us seek to save the world, said
he, rather than seek to reform it. Some
people would have Christians go to the
theatre and join the Church and Stage
Guild to make the drama better. But
God does not commission His children
to reform the world, but by their con-
sistent lives to declare that the world
is evil. To patronize the world’s amuse-
ments with a view to improving them is
to descend and not to ascend. Our
hearts should be set on things above,

In reference to courage, practical ad-
vice was given. The home was God’'s
missionary college. The first place for
Christian testimony should be Toronto
and not China or India. And this testi-
mony should be shown by good temper,
rectitude in business affairs, loving
words and compassionate feelings.
After these had been. properly exer-
cised the sphere of service would en-
large.

In this respect he gave advice as to
dealing kindly with Roman Catholics,
many of whom he had been the means
of converting in Ireland. He also re-
commended the cause of South Am-
erican missions and the Jews.
