ArMtratla* System Haa Wrought a 

Host Desirable State of Labor 
Affairs.

Appointment of Professors of To­
ronto University Will Remain 

In Honda of Government.

The Legislature befjan the series of morn- 
lag sittings yesterday, with a fervid debate 
on this remarkable pro-Queen’s University 
resolution, proposed by the guileless Fresby- 
ter'ân Premier: 'That for the purpose of 

aiding the corporation of the School of 
Mining and Agriculture at Kingston* In 
the erection of suitable buildings far the i 
accommodation of the school and the better 
carrying on of Its work, there shall be 
granted, out of the Consolidated Revenue 
Fund of the Province,to the corporation an­
nually, the sum of $6000 In equal half-year­
ly payments

Premier Rose spofce^very briefly of this 
substantial sop to Principal Grant and 
Queen’s University. It was the vote which 
he had Indicated at the second reading of 
the Toronto University bill. It would be a 
reasonable grant to promote practical 
science studies at that seat of learning.

Trading Stamp Bill.
The first hour of the afternoon sitting was 

occupied with a discussion of the legitimacy 
of the trading stamp system and the ade­
quacy of the bill.

Several Government members defended 
the municipal option principle of the bill* 
while declaring the system to be Illegiti­
mate, gambling and humoral.

Mr. Carscalten said, as a workable mea­
sure the bill was not worth the paper it 
was written On. The merchant was hqw 
the catPpaw of the trading stamp company, 
and It could easily be arranged that the 
act, as drafted, could be evaded. If the 
matter was left to him he could draft a 
clause which would get at the trading 
stamp people thruout the province.

Mr. Whitney satd he was against trading 
stamps, but agreed with Mr. Carscallen'a 
view regarding the law.
