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LOCAL MANAGER IMPERIAL SANK

" Following the Evening Meal He Was Taken Il and Died a Few

Moments After Medical Aid Arrived—He Was at
Business All Day Yesterday.

. Death came suddenly to Mr. Bernard
Jennings, local manager of the Imperial
~ Bank of Canada, at his late residence. 38
Ng. Vincent-street. To his many friends,
‘ the news of his demise was a shock, for,
up to & few minutes before the end came,
. pe was apparently in the best of spirits
and in good health.
Yesterday afternoon Mr. Jennings went
to his office at 82-3¢ East Wellington-
. gtreet, and transacted a  large amount of
pusiness. Shortly after B o'clock he left
the office and went to his home,w here,
Cat 7 o'clock, he partook of dinner. After
the meal he was suddenly taken ill with
pains in the region of his heart. Prs. L
. Cameron and Dr. J. G. Wishart were
hurriedly summoned. Mr. Jennings (rap-
jdly grew worse, and a few minutes after
the arrival of the physicians he died.
Death was due to heart faflure. Inti-
'n{;te relatives of the late banker say that
v‘he never complained of ill-health, and was
_gever known fo be away from business
thru illness.
" Bernard Jennings was born in Toronto
49 years ago, and was the son of the late
Rev. John Jennings, D.D., one of the first
Presbyterian ministers in this city. He
was educated in the public schools, and
graduated in Jarvis-street Collegiate In-
stitute. At an early age he entered the
employ of the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce, and ,a few years afterwards, was

appointed teller, and then assistant ac-
countant. In 1875, he left the Canadian
Bank of Commerce to accept the position
of accountant in the Imperial Bank. ‘He
held this position until four years ago,
when he was appointed to the office he
held at the time of his death.

In banking circles, Mr. Jennings was
highly respected. He was a faithful offi-
clal and admired by all who knew him.
As a sportsman, he was familiarly known,
having been a president of the Granite
Club and a member of. the Poronto Golf
Club, Byyal Canadian Yacht Club, Vie-
toria Club, Albany Club, Toronto Club
and National Club. He was associated with
the St. Andrew’s Soclety, St. John's
Lodge A.F. & A.M. Bankers' Section
of the Board of Trade, and occupled at
the time of his death the position of
chairman of the Clearing House. In poli-
tiecs he was a staunch Conservative. For
many years, he had attended‘ Central Pres-
byterian Church. Mr. Jennings was un-
married. He is survived by two sisters,
Mrs. A. W. Creelman,Miss Anna Jennings,
and two brothers, W. T. Jennings, form-
erly City Engineer, and Robert Jennings,
manager of the Toronto Junction branch
of the Bank of Commerce. The funeral
will take place from his late residence to
the Necropolis Cemetery at 4 o’clock to-
morrow afternoon. The services will be
cqpducted by Rev. Dr. McTavish of Cen-‘
tral Presbyterian Church.

United States Supreme Court De-
cision in the Matter of War Tax
Stamp Affects Canada:

TAX ON COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS

Is Likely to Be Made an Issue, Be-
cause of a Similarity in Some
Respects.

Ottawa, May 27.—(Special)—A decision
of some importance to the railway com-
panies, and probably also to Canadian im-
porters, is that of the United States
Supreme Court in the matter of the war
tax stamp on foreign bills of lading, the
official report of which has just been re-
ceived here. The case was taken to the
Supreme Court in appeal from a judgment
against an agent of the Northern Pacific
Railway, who was fined $25 for issuing a
bill of lading upon wheat exported from
Minnesota to Liverpool, without affixing to
it the internal revenue stamp required by
the Act of Congress of 1808. Under the
decision of the Supreme Court, which heid
the stamp tax to be equivalent to an ex-
port duty, which is prohibited by the
United States Constitution, large demands
for rebate will have to be met by the
United States Treasury. o

But what imparts particular interest to
the judgment, from the Canadian point of
view, is the fact that it rests largely upon
a case cited during argument which di-
rectly impugng the constitutionality oft
State taxation upon commercial travelers,
and those in authority here, who have
looked into the decision, claim that the
case is exactly parallel to that of the
legislation of Prince Edward Island, which
imposes & tax of $20 upon ‘‘drummers.”

Dominion and Provincial, and Federal
and State jurisdictions in commercial mat-
ters are held to be on a parity under the
constitutions of both countries. It is not
improbable that the Dominion Commercial
Travelers’' Association, which had its
grievance in this respect airédd in the Com-
mons when the grant of $30,000 a year to
Prince Edward Island was being passed,

may take courage from the decision of the |
United States Supreme Court and test the |

constlitutionality of the Prince Edward

Isiand “drummer’” tax law.

ANOTHER BOAT FOR MONTREAL.

So Thpt it is Claimed the Tonnage
by Way of St. Lawrence Will
Not Be Decreased,

Montreal, May 27.—(Special.)—Messrs.
Furness, Withy & Company, Limited,  of
this ecity, announced to-day that the Man-
chester liner Manchester Corporation, 7500
tons, would be withdrawn from the Mont-
real route and would be the first ship to
begin the Manchester-Philadeiphia service
just inaugurated. The firm announces that
the withdrawal of the Manchester Corpora-
tion will in nowise lessen the tonnage of
the line coming t‘ this port. Of the three
new Manchester liners just about com-
pleted on the other side, the Manchester
Investor, the Manchester Market and the
Manchester Exchange, two will be put on
the St. Lawrence route, while the third
will be used in conjunction with the Man-
chester Corporation, in connection with the
new Manchester-Philadelphia service.

CORONER'S RIGHTS EXTENDED

They Can Now Issue Warrants on
Sunday for Inquests if So
Required.

PROTEST FROM CORONER COTTON

Regarding the Ryan Case Causes a
Decision of the Deputy Attormey
General Cartwright.

Coroners may now isue warrants for In-
quests on undays.

This question was decided upon yester-
day by Deputy Attorney-General Cart-
wright at the instance of Coroner J. M.
Cotton, who believed that he had the right
to conduct the inquest into the death of
Olive Victoria Ryan last night, and who ap-
pealed to the official of the Ontarlo Gov-

ernment for redress.

It appears Coroner Cotton was notifi
of the tragic death of the child by MT

appear at the Ryan home after the shoot-
ing. Coroner Cotton, asfter receiving the
message communicated with Crown Attor-
ney Dewart, who advised him that a war-
rant for an inquest Issued on unday would
not be legal.

Coroner Cotton, under these circum-
stances did not isssue his warrant tili mid-
night, but when he filed it at the Court-
street station at 12.05 a.m. on Monday he
was told one issued by Coroner Greig had
been registered on the books just 4 min-
utes before or 1 minute after the hour of
midnight.

It is understood Coroner Grelg, when
notified of the death of the child by the
police sent his warrant to the Court-street
station, and by special arrangement with
the officlals it was kept there and its re-
ceipt registered when the t. James' Ca-
thedral chimes had just got thru ringing
in Monday morning.

B0 cents, so that the houseliolder who has
reason to suspect that his meter is run-
ning “fast;”” will not hesitate on account
of the cost, to have it inspected.

An important fixture of the new regu_ll-
tions is that the correction may be carried
pack for three months. This also applies
to the notification of errors in gas meters.
