Denounce the Confessional. |
London, Feb. 4.—At a great United ;
Protestant demonstration, held in Al-|
bert Hall to-night, resolutions were
passed, opposing the confessional and
the celebration of mass within the
Church of England, the growth of
which was alleged to be mainly due
to the abuse ot church patronage by
the government and the episcopate.
