'I'He
wreck occurred on a curve, and it was
impossible for Engineer Thornley to
see far enough ahead to detect the ob-
struction on the triacks. The Big At-
lantic type engine plunged into the
timbers at a velocity of 60 miles an
hour. The engine plowed into fhe
embankment, and the baggage and ex-
press cars were thrown into the
Youghiogheny River. The smoker fol-
lowed the engine and landed squarely
on top of it. This allowed the escap-
ing steam and hot water from the en-
gine to fill the car. The smoker v-as
packed to its utmost capacity, and all
