Canton, Aug. 11.—Five hundred sol-
diers were surrounded at Cotkon, on
the Wert River, by 6,000 robbers, and
a desperate fight occurred, ending in
a victory for the robbers, who have
hoisted their flags upon all command-
ing points and occupied the villages in
the vicinity. Two hundred and fifty
soldiers were Kkilled and 100 wounded.
More troops left Canton yesterday.

MRS. LANGTRY MARRIES

London, Aug. 15.—Mrs. Lily Langtry,

the actress, was married July 27, at the

Island of Jersey, to Hugo Gerald de
Bathe, 28 years of age, the eldest son
of Sir Henry Percival de Bathe, Bart.,
a retired general, formerly lieutenant-
colonel of the Scots Guards, and .a
Crimean veteran. The ceremony was
quite private, the only mwitness being
being Mrs. Langtry’s daughter. The
Prince of Wales is said to have been
in the confidence of the palr, and he
immediately sent them a telegram of
congratulation. The wedding occurred
the day “Mr. Jersey’s” (Mrs. Langtry)
horse Marmion won the Goodwood cup.
8ir Henry de Bathe has seats in
Devonshire, Sussex and county Meath,
to which the bridegroom is heir.
ROW IN LONDONDERRY.

Londonderry, Aug. 15.—An Irish par-
ty wrecked a Methodist church here
yesterday morning, while its opponents
stoned the Catholic chapel. The mayor
has issued a wproclamation empower-
ing military officers to aict as magis-
trates, and additional soldiers and po-
lice have been called out. Riotous
scenes began at Londonderry Sunday,
owing to the celebration of the anni-
versary of the relief of Londonderry,
besieged by James II. in 1689.

GEN. BUTLER REMOVED.

London, Aug. 15.—Major-General Sir
William Francis Butler, whom, it was
announced yesterday, would be reliev-
ed as commander of the British troops
in South Africa, as a result of his al-
leged Boer sympathies, has been re-
called, and Sir Fredgrick Walker has
been appointed to replace him.

Gen. Walker, who replaces Gen.
Butler as commander-in-chief of the
British troops in South Africa, is re-
garded as one of the ablest generals
in the army. His appointment, there-
fore, is taken to indicate that the situa-
tion is graver. He was born in 1844,
and entered the Scotch Guards in 1862.
He served in Kaffir war of 1878-78, was
military secretary of Sir Bartle Frere
from 1878 to 1879, served during the
Zulu war, was quartermaster-general
in Bechuanaland in 1884, commanded
the infantry brigade of Aldershot from
1889 to 1890, and commanded the troops
in Egypt from 1889 to 1895.

The Imperial Privy Council has dis-
allowed the act passed by the British
Columbia Legislature forbidding the
employment of Chinese under ground,
other steps have been taken by them
to annul the result of the action of the
Privy Council The Official Gazette
contains the following order, signed by
the minister of mines, under provision
of the coal miners’ regulation act: “No
miner who has not been employed be-
fore the 9th day of August, 1899,
shall be employed or work under
ground unless he is able to satisfy the
inspector that he can read and under-
stand the meaning of special rules as
printed in the English language.”
