WASHINGTON, April 8.—Testimony 
of John A. Heydler, president of the 
National League, today concluded the 
evidence of organized baseball in de- 
fence of the suit for $900,000 damages 
brought about by the Baltimore Fed- 
eral club under the Sherman anti-trust 
law.

Brief rebuttal evidence for the plaint- 
iff was expected to close the case, and 
attorneys for the defendants then 
planned to present a motion for an in- 
structed verdict of dismissal. The 
motion was expected to contend that 
the Sherman law was not intended by 
Congress to apply to baseball, and that 
the sport is now inter-state commerce 
within the meaning of the act.

President Heydler’s testimony dealt 
principally with the club’s practice of 
holding players on the "reserve" lists." 
The number of players now held, he 
said, is about 1.800, of which the minor 
leagues have 1,300, and is 2,000 less 
than in 1913. On instruction, Mr. Heyd- 
ler conceded that, largely as a result 
of Federal League competition, base- 
ball conditions in 1914 were such that 
disaster was imminent, and that, there- 
fore, it was deemed necessary to re- 
move the causes.
