But strange as this may seem to 
the dwellers In the crowded cities. It 
is nevertheless an actual occurrence, 
and It happened to 'Rev. Edmund J. 
Peck, a prominent Anglican mission­
ary, when he was stationed among the 
Eskimos in Btevckitead Island, Baffin's 
Land.

In that remote northern country, 
wood 1s very scarce, and finding that 
rt would be impossible to obtain enough 
to build the edifice Mr. Peck suggested 
sealskin. This plan was adopted toy 
his primitive congregation, and soon 
they were busily engaged In collect­
ing the materiel When this was ready 
the men scraped the fur off the skins 
and the women sewed the skins to­
gether. Mr. Peck superintended, the 
setting up of the wooden structure 
that the skins were to be attache! 
to and in less than a week the wis­
ing workers had a church that they 
■were extremely proud of. It Is true 
that *t was a diminutive one, toeing 
only twenty feet long and twelve feet 
wide, and- altho the odor from the 
skins was not very agreeable, it was 
serviceable, and accommodated the 
email congregation of seventy, all of 
whom were never congregated' In the 
church at once.

Mr. Peck has spent many years of 
his life to. the north. He first went 
among the Eskimo® to 1876, and re­
mained for eight years. On his first 
journey he traveled a distance of near­
ly eighteen hundred miles. He was re­
called in 1884, and a couple of years 
later returned with his wife, whom 
lie married to England» When he re­
turned to his new station near the 
Hudson Bay he was to a peculiarly 
isolated district, 
miles from the nearest postotflce, while 
the nearest doctor lived over three 
hundred miles away. The house they 
occupied was ibuUt of logs, and was 
only 36 feet long and 16 feet brood. 
It was kept warm toy honking snow 
around the base, while two stoves were 
continually kept burning to the two 
little rooms.

8T. PETERSBURG, Oct. 26.—The 
Russian and foreign diplomatic circles 
ascribe great Importance to the meet­
ing at Harbin on Oct 26, of M. Kok- 
vsoff, the Russian minister of finance, 
and Prince I to, president of the privy 
council of Japan, altho Japan's mo­
tives in proposing the conference ere 
not known exactly.

The subjects to toe discussed- were 
not "suggested In the Japanese over­
tures, and M. Kokvsaff In accepting 
the Invitation, barred polltlLai ques­
tions. He said that he was competent 
to discuss only financial and technical 
subjects, these covering the status of 
the Manchurian railroads which have 
proven such a financial incubus.

Russian statesmen are seriously con­
sidering the sale of the Russian rail- 
rood Interests to that territory. The 
Japanese proposal to purchase the por­
tion of the railroads remaining In Rus­
sia’s hands might toe entertained by 
Russia, owing to international com­
plications, tout altho it is understood 
that Japan Is ready to make tangible 
offers the Russian government is dis­
posed to look with favor on a proposi­
tion for the sale of the Manchurian 
lines either to China, financed toy an in­
ternational syndicate, or to such a syn­
dicate direct.

rt Ik authoritatively stated that over­
tures were made for the purchase of the 
lines during the summer by a group of 
financiers with which È. H. Harrlman 
was connected, but these have lapsed 
since Mr. Harrtman's death. The rail­
roads which may be sold include both 
the main line and the southern branch 
front Harbin to Port Arthur. The Rus­
sian Utile runs for about 30 years, after 
which it passes to China. Only China’s 
lack of finances prevented earlier ne­
gotiations for the transfer of the title, 
before Its date of expiration, both Rus­
sia and China havifog agreed to this 
in principle.

The placing of the 4north Manchurian 
railroad system under international fi­
nancial control woyild have far^rcach­
ing political consequences, as it would 
virtually create a buffer state to! safe­
guard the political integrity of Man­
churia until China is strong enough to 
assert herself.' ; —^

OMAHA, Net»., Oct. 25.—During re­
cent years the mails have -been used as 
the vehicle for teaching engineering, 
shorthand, all the arts, and even the 
running of automobiles. Now the post- 
office Is to be used by the Methodist 
Church and the Bible to be taught 
along methods similar to those 
ployed by the correspondence schools.

The Idea of teaching the Bible by 
mail was developed at an annual meet­
ing of the members of the board of 
Sunday schools of the Methodist 
Church, held In Omaha, and which has 
Just adjourned.

The Rev. Edward Blake dwelt at 
some length upon the fact of there 
■being a dearth of teachers in the Sun­
day schools of the country and declar­
ed that something would 'have to be 
done to arouise enthusiasm in the work. 
He expressed the opinion that in ali 
of the cities of the country there 
many children who could be brought 
within the circles of the church 
there more persons who would go into 
the Sunday schools and teach.

Method as in Other Lines.
The Rev. D. C. Downey, secretary of 

the board, elaborated upon the sub­
ject and advocated the Bible teaching 
by mail. He pointed out that in other 
lines such methods had been used and 
that in many instances most satisfac­
tory results had been attained. He said 
he saw no reason why the same inter­
est should not be taken by the Bible 
students.

This 
finie Mrs. Peck did not go 
Instead, he was accompanied by a 
young missionary. They carried the 
•wood to build their house with them, 
and also a magic lantern, showing 
Views of subjects mentioned In the 
Bible; for to that land no trees or 
domesticated animals Mve. and it was 
bard to give the Eskimos a dear con­
ception of the Bible unless views were 
given. Mr. Peck and bis helper re­
mained until 1895, when they returned 
to Engtamd again. Subsequently he 
came to Canada, and for some years 
worked among the people trying to 
laii Ouse Interest Hr. the missionary 
work among the Eskimos. In this he 
was successful, and afterwards again 
returned to the north. He remained 
there until recently, and now he Is 
dividing his time between the north- 
land and the south, spending his 
winters In the latter, working for the 
■cause, while in the former he returns 
to the wilde and superintends the mis­
sionary work.
