table for ex tension» in all directions of 
researches to discover a remedy for can­
cer. Results, however, were almost negat­
ive. Dr. Tuffier, of the Hospital Beaujon, 
and one of the greatest lights of the 
French medical world, said:

“It is almost humiliating to think that 
after twenty-five years of hospital prac­
tice I feel myself as ignorant of the na­
ture of cancer as at the beginning. There 
is nothing I have not seen tried, even the 
-things least probable, but the result is al­
ways the same—-the cancer progresses. 
The knife still seems the only resource.

“One can never speak definitely of can­
cer. A case o# very small cancer may be 
taken at the beginning and a wide extir­
pation made, but in a short time-the 
cer recurs. This term in itself is a mis­
nomer. Cancer does not recur, but sim­
ply persists or has been reinoculated. 
There is no such thing as recurrence 
of cancer completely removed with all 
the infected tissues, but m nearly every 
case1 the knife leaves somthing behind, and 
in the process of the operation there is a 
sort of new graft produced by the»knife 
itself. X

“On the other hand. I have had cases 
where it seemed hopeless to operate. I 
have dosed the operation wound and the 
patient, has done surprisingly well.. In one 
case a lady to me afflicted with a
cancer which bad been pronounced long 
beyond the stage of operation. She said 
her daughter was to be married in four 
months, and all she required was that 
she should be able to walk about on the 
day of thr wedding. She did not care how

He repeated his declaration to all in­
quirers that he was not even guilty of 
technical overoertification of checks, since 
he deposited $500,000 to the credit of Ot­
to Heinze A Co. before the checks in­
volved were certified on that firm’s be­
half.

It became known yesterday that HeinXe 
had sold his yacht, Revolution, in his ef­
forts to raise cash. The purchaser was 
Colonel Charles Hayden, of Boston, who 
will use the craft for cruising next sum­
mer. She ip a turbiner—the first built in 
America—one hundred and seventy-seven 
feet long, and carries a crew of twenty- 
one men.

A new grand jury was sworn in yester­
day by Judge Chatfield, but no instruc­
tions out of the ordinary were given to its 
members. Despite this, it is practically 
certain -that when it makes its report cer­
tain other financiers of the Heinze type 
may have to make explanations in court 
of their conduct of financial affairs.

T^e dismissal of the grand jury which 
found the Heinze indictments ends for the 
time being the report that other similar 
indictments might be made public at any 
moment.

There was a report circulated through 
Wall street yesterday that Heinze had 
made up his mind to sue Charles W. 
Morse, who was his associate in copper 
deals and who, rumor had it,’ sold him 
out. Heinze was going to base his suit, 
the story said, on alleged breach of con­
tract. He and his lawyers denied that 
any such steps

“I do not believe the story,” said Mr. 
Morse. 'T cannot very well discuss Mr. 
Heinze’s affairs, but our relations are cor­
dial, I am sure. Do I expect any Fed­
eral investigation of my operations? Well, 
any investigating body, Federal or other­
wise, may enter freely into anything I 
have done.”

F. Augustus Heinze was bom in Brook­
lyn about forty years ago, and graduated 
with honors from the Columbia School of 
Mines. He went west, where he made a 
success of working out abandoned mines. 
He also went into British Columbia, 
where he obtained land and timber rights 
from the Canadian government. Later he 
returned to Montana and developed the 
famous Minnie Healy mine, after Marcus 
Daly had abandoned it aà worthless. 
Heinze engaged with the Amalgamated 
Copper Company in long litigation over 
claims which were finally settled. The 
firm of Otto Heinze A Co. "is made up 
of Otto Heinze and Arthur P. Heinze, two 
brothers of F. Augustus Heinze, and one 
or two other members.

Reports just reaching Nome are to 
the effect .that a eeyere earthquake shock 
visited Cape Prince of Wales Sunday, 
lasting two minutes. The whole section 
shook and immense quantities of rock 
were (loosened from the nearby cliffs. 
The -natives and white people were fright­
ened by the severity of the quake.

Cape Prince of Wales is northwest of 
Nome at the entrance of the Béring 
straits. The island coast has been visited 
by seismic convulsions in the last year, 
but that coming at the dose of the year 
is regarded as the most severe. Because

ROME, Jan. 9—Closely following des­
patches of raids by Abywanians in Italian 
Somaliland, east coast of Africa, come re­
ports that the Lugh garrison has been de­
stroyed, after a desperate and unequal 
fight, and that its defenders were killed.

It is believed that the Italian govern­
ment is conceding a severe reverse to pre­
pare the public for graver news.

The importance of the present situation 
lies in the establishment of whether or 
not the King of Abyssinia oredered the at-, 
tack upon the Italian possessions.

Other reports tell of several pitched 
battles with the natives, in which the 
Italian merchants were robbed, slain or 
imprisoned.

Lugh is a garrison of only about 125 
natives under the command of Captain 
Bongiovanni, and the attacking party laid 
siege to the town. In a number of en­
gagements that followed both sides, ac­
cording to their reports, suffered heavy 
losses.

The Italian government has ordered the 
squadron now in the Red Sea to proceed 
to the coast of Somaliland to protect the 
towns along the coast. The entire terri­
tory is garrisoned by not more than 2000 
natives under the command of Italian offi­
cers. , .

At the same time the government has 
telegraphed to the Italian legation at Ad­
dis Ababa, capital of Abyssinia, instruct­
ing the Italian minister to protest to King 
Menelik against the violation of the status 
quo.
