During the year one patrolman re-
‘igned, one died, two were suspended ar}d
six were appointed. The one death in
the department was that of Police Com-
_stable John T. Merrick, who died on
January 2, 1921, after a faithful service
of thirty years. :

Forty-one members of the pohce'de-
partment passed successful examinations
in the St. John Ambulance Association,
and the remainder of the de¢partment are
at present taking instructions..

Decrease in Drunkenness.

The total arrests for drunkenness for
1921 were 591. Tho rotal arrests for
drunkenness in 1920 were 953, showing a
decrease for 1921 of 362.

There were 404 persons summoned to
court to answer charges for violation of
the N. B. Motor Vehicle Law.

During the year there were 465 doors
of shops and warehouses found open by
the police and the owners notified.

Police ambulance calls for the year
were 1,094, and police patrol calls, 935.

Of the 1,023 persons arrested during
the year, 591 were for drunkenness, six-
ty-nine for assault, fifty-nine for break-
ing and -entering, 131 for theft, forty-six
for wandering about and not giving a
satisfactory account of themselves, twen-
ty-four for trespassing, twenty-one for
having liquor in their possession, seven-
teen for lying and lurking, sixteen for
creating a disturbance, fifteen as vag-~
rants, twelve for abusive language, and
twelve stowaways. Three were arrested

on. murder charges, five for highway rob—,

bery, five for having opium in their pos-
session, three for dong grievous bodily
harm, four for escaping from the Boys’
Industrial home, and two for other es-
capes, one for at;empted suicide, and one
far striking a person with a stone and
killing him. There was only one arrest
on a charge of ringing a false alarm.

By-Law Cases.

Six hundred and sixty-nine persons
were summoned to court on various in-
fractions of by-laws. Of this number,
541 were on charges of breaking motor
vehicle laws, provineia and civie, and
1,189 for owning unlicensed dogs.

Commends Detectives.

The work of the detective department
was very satisfactory, considering the
number of crimes and thefts committed. ‘
Goods lost and stolen during the year
were valued at $28,324.44, of which
amount $23,528.54 was recovered by the
detectives. | Goods to the value of $4,-
795.90 *were not recovered but are still \

under investigation.
During the year the detectives investi-
gated 521 complaints which did not come \

under the head of criminal cases; they
arrested 188 persons and secured 127
convictions. They also assisted the
liquor inspectors in eight raids.

Serious Crimes. \
Two serious crimes were committed
during the year. The first was the mur- t

der of Sadie McAulay, a crippled child i
of nine years of age, near River View
Park on Douglas avenue, on August 2,
about noon. As soon as her disappear-
ance was made known, the police depart-
ment, with the assistance of hundreds of
citizens, searched the vicinity of where
the little girl was last seen; and on
_August 9, a boy named James Kimball,
discovered the body hidden in a small ) :

ders, as they had no clue to work on in
either case. i

Strike Trouble. .

During the year there was an excep-
tionally great amount of trouble for the
police and citizens in general on account
of labor strikes, At a labor parade there
was so much destruction‘of property and
breaking of glass in the street cars that
twelve of the leading paraders were sum-
moned by the police to appear before the
police magistrate and were sent up for
trial by jury. The jury disagreed, and
the case stands, as there has been no

: trouble since.

In concluding his report the chief
thanked John Thortnon, Commissioner |
of Public Safety, and His Worship Mayor
Schofield for the valuable assistance
