The care of streets involves the greater 
part of the energy of the department. . 
The mileage of the streets on the east and 
west sides being about fifty’-one miles. The 
topography of St. John is a city of bills 
and valleys, making it quite difficult and 
expensive, therefore, to build and main­
tain streets.

The parks Under the control of the city 
are not large, but sufficiently so to be 
worthy of care ànd pride and should be 
carefully maintained.

The playgrounds are only a late develop­
ment. but musé surely become an import­
ant feature in the future welfare of the 
city.
