SIR WILfRID LAURIER
The fight over the naval bill will not be 

concluded until it is fought before the 
i Canadian people. This declaration 
i made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier at a great 

meeting held last night in Toronto. The 
great leader of the Liberal party addressed 
an audience of over seven thousand people, 
while other thousand» who sought to hear 
him were unable to gain admission to the 
crowded hall. Sir Wilfrid reviewed the 

"history of the naval question from the 
time both partie» in Canada in 1909 agreed 
to the policy of a Canadian navy as sug­
gested by the British Admiralty. He 
showed that the course pursued by the 
Liberals had been consistent throughout, 
but that - Mr.. Borden Changed his views 
to gain the support of the Nationalists. 
This alliance was responsible for the al­
leged emergency and the Borden naval 
policy. Sir Wilfrid answered the charge 
that the Liberal» had been guilty of ob­
struction ,e and also showed that while Mr. 
Borden was in St. John and Sussex in 1911 
he boasted of having obstructed the re­
ciprocity agreement.
