On July 31, when the St. Croix club 
players w ere in St. John, the matter "of 
their salaries that were due up to that 
time was laid before the owners of the 
Marathon club and at that time Mr. 
Conley, of the St. Croix team, who was 
one Of the best pitchers in the league, 
was under offer to the Lynn club for 
$400. Mr. Leonard assured the owners 
that if they would put up $400 to pay 
off what was due to the St. Croix club 
players for salaries that the Lynn club 
would take over Conley at this figure 
and that from that time until the end 
of the league St. Croix would be able to 
go on and pay their current expenses.
