Sabbath Observance.
The report of the committee on 

social and moral reform was read by 
the Moderator, Rev. J. S. Henderson. 
Ft was a very comprehensive report 
and a number of questions were con­
sidered. In dealing with the question 
of Sabbath observance, the committee 
reported that the prevailing opinion 
among the congregations In the synod 
was that the Sabbath observance was 
grievously affected by professing 
Christians who were not careful as 
to their habits, and in the question of 
working on the Lord’s Day Act. 

Westminster Hall.
The report of the committee on 

Westminster Hall, was submitted by 
Dr. Campbell of Victoria, seconded by 
Mr. G. F. Gibson, and spoken to by 
Principal McKay of Westminster Hall 
and the Rev. A. L. Burch, financial 
agent for the institution.

The report showed that the pro­
gress of the college had exceeded the 
most sanguine expectations and call­
ed attention to the fact that $130,000 
had been subscribed to the endow­
ment fund of the institution in Van­
couver. Attention was called to the 
theological conference to be held here 
in July and to the moving of the pre­
sent building to the campus of the 
new University of British Columbia. 

Foreign Missions.
- After the reading of the report on 

foreign missions the moderator made 
a short address, stating that owing 
to the great interest that had been 
taken in home missions the question 
of foreign missions had been a little 
neglected.

He called attention to the large 
Asiatic population in the province and 
said, that they were being neglected. 
Only $14,594 was alloted to the synod 
last year for foreign missions, but 
this year the sum has been raised to 
$16,000.

Carlyle, Sask., May 6.—An act of 
heroism was performed about eight 
miles south -of Caryie by Miss Briggs, 
a nineteen-year-old girl.

While the two young children of A. 
C. Walker were playing around a well 
on their father’s farm, Eveline, aged 
three years, overbalanced and fell to 
the bottom of the well, a distance of 22 
feet, into five feet of water. The sister, 
who is a little older than Eveline, Im­
mediately ran towardr the house and 
alarmed Mrs, Walker and Miss Briggs, 
who hurried to the scene of the acci­
dent. No ladders or other means of de­
scent were to be had, and the situation 
was desperate. Miss Briggs jumped 
without hesitation into the well, and, 
although keeping her mouth above the 
level of the watet with great difllculty, 
She managed to support the child, and 
when eventually a clothes line had been 
obtained, she fastened it around the 
child’s body, so that Mrs. Walker could 
draw It up. When at the top, and just 
as the mother attempted to grasp the 
child’s body, the knots loosened, and 
the little one plunged to the bottom for 
the second time. MisSs Briggs was up 
to her ears in the icy water, but man­
aged to refasten the line on the child, 
and assistance having arrived, BJveline 
was hauled out of danger, alive, but 
unconscious.

to Tangier, May 6.)—The arrival of 
Captain Bremen’s column has not 
changed the situation. The investment 
of the capital continues.

The rebel horsemen who are beyond 
the reach of artillerymen, have cut off 
the food supplies. The Sultan’s troops 
are worn out with the constant skir­
mishing and watchfulness.

The rebel chiefs have a growing 
moral advantage now, as all Morocco 
knows that the Sultan is penned up In 
the capital and that Ms loyal troops 
are unable to move within range with 
their artillery.

The rebels are still holding the upper 
hand. Tribes half loyal are joining the 
rebellion through fear that the villages 
of those refusing wall be raided.

The arrival of the French expedition 
will secure the entry of provisions and 
the safety of the capital, but the pres­
ent outlook Id, confused and uncertain.

Ammunition Scarce.
Paris, May 6.—At a cabinet council 

to-day Jean Cruppi, minister of foreign 
affairs, read a dispatch from Henri 
Cailtard, the French consul at Fez, 
dated April 30, and forwarded by way 
of Tangier.

The consul stated that the blockade 
of the city was complete and the am­
munition of artillery defending the cap­
ital had been greatly reduced, 
was selling at extraordinary high 
prices.

Vitebro, Italy, May 6—Two of the 
most interesting Camorrists charged 
with the murder of Gennaro Cuoccolo 
and his wife, confronted Gennaro Ab- 
batemaggio to-day. They were Luigi 
Arena and Giro Vitozzi.

Arena, according to the theory of the 
state, based on a revelation of Abbate- 
maggio, had been sent to prison after 
his betrayal by Cuoccolo, who was of­
fended because Arena refused to share 
with him the profits of a robbery. 
Arena wrote to his fellow-Camorrists, 
setting forth Ms grievance and de­
manding Cuoccolo’s death, 
was already under suspicion of com­
bining his activity as a Comorrist with 
those of a police syp. He had incurred 
the jealousy of Enrico Alfano, the al­
leged head of thcrc£iminal society, and 
it was decided to do away with him. 
The carabineers claim to have posses­
sion of a letter which Arena wrote.

■All of this was vigorously denied by 
Arena, who denounced the informer as 
a manufacturer • of evidence and the 
paid tool of the carabineers.

According to the testimony of Ab- 
batemaggio, he had heard Vitozzi, the 
priest, who is one of the accused, and 
Alfano, discussing the Cuoccolo mur­
der at 10.30 on the morning following 
the assassinations.

Vitozzi replied that on the day and 
at the hour mentioned, he was at the 
cemetery of Poggierealoo, of which he 
was chaplain.

Los .Angeles, Cal., May 6.—No further 
official act of consequence is scheduled 
in the cases of John J. McNamara and 
his brother James B. McNamara, ar­
raigned yesterday on charges of mur­
der and dynamiting, with June 1 fixed 
as the time for them to plead, until 
next Tuesday. Judge Walter Bordweli 
then will confer with both the prosecu­
tion and the defence regarding the 
question of bail, in case it should de-r 
cide to grant it to John McNamara on 
the charge of dynamiting the Llewellyn 
Iron Works, which is a bailable of­
fence.

The district attorney has already de­
clared that as the man also is ac­
cused of murder the question of Ms 
being released on bail cannot be con­
sidered seriously, but Leo. M. Rappa- 
pdrt, attorney for the defence, would 
like to have the amount officially fixed 
anyway.

Rappaport left here yesterday pre­
sumably for San Francisco to confer 
with labor leaders there who are said 
to have placed in his hands evidence 
which will importantly effect the de­
fence in a favorable manner. There is 
little prospect for the public learning 
details of the mass of testimony taken 
before the grand jury.

The McNamara brothers, with hands 
manacled behind them, were brought 
into court yesterday by Sheriff Ham- 
mel and three of his deputies. But 
for the evident paleness of the prison­
ers, they seemed in good health and in 
perfect command orf themselves.
