Quadra lea ling to the rescue of the 
crew of the barque Coloma, a purse 
is to be made up and sent to the lady 
for a Christmas present.

The noble work of Mrs. Paterson has 
aroused a spirit of admiration and 
gratitude not alone in Victoria. In 
Seattle and New Westminster the part 
she played in saving the lives of the 
crew of the Coloma has been taken 
up, and in the former city subscriptions 
are to be received. The Seattle Post- 
Intelligencer says: “The news of Mrs. 
Paterson's heroic struggle along the 
hurricane-swept cliffs and through knee 
deep bogs for five miles to carry word 
of the Coloma’s perilous position and 
dispatch aid, has aroused a deep feel­
ing of gratitude among marine men.' 
They recognize the difficulty of the 
task she had to undertake and also the- 
fact that without her timely help the 
crew of the Coloma would probably 
have been drowned. ‘Every shipping 
man remembers the heroic way in 
which Mrs. Paterson, at the time of the 
Valencia wreck, stayed by the telegraph 
key in the Beale lighthouse for thirty- 
six hours in order to send out word to 
agonized friends and relatives, and of 
the other noble work she did at this 
time,’ said Mr. lsted, of the Merchants’ 
Exchange. _ ‘Th fact that she saved 
the crew of the Crfloma from almost 
certain death renders it imperative 
that the shipping men of Seattle 
acknowledge her actions in some way. 
Since the publication of her daring 
feat, I have had many men come to me, 
representing big companies, and de­
posit sums of money with me or offer 
to subscribe to a fund for her. This is 
a case which, in the opinion of every 
shipping man I have talked with merits 
public acknowledgment.’ ’’

In New Westminster the Local Coun­
cil of Women decided to extend Its 
congratulations, and to bring the case 
cf Mrs. Paterson to the attention of 
the Canadian branch of the Royal 
Humane Society with a view to secur­
ing a medal or some other suitable re­
cognition of the services rendered.

A graphic account of the rescue for­
warded to the Times from Bamfield, 
but which was delayed in transmission 
owing to the wire between the coast 
and Victoria being down, has just been 
received. This account, which is the 
first detailed one that has yet been 
published, is as follows:

“At 11 o’clock on the night of Decem­
ber 7th, wet and footsore, Mrs. Pater­
son after a hazardous trip from Cape 
Beale reached Bamfield with the news 
that a three-masted vessel was In dis­
tress off Cape Beale. The fore and 
mizzen masts were reduced to stubs, 
she said, the mainmast was standing 
and the decks were awash. Her hus­
band was just abje to distinguish the 
signals for aid, and could see that the 
crew were huddled around the mizzen 
stump. Duty compelled Mr. Paterson 
tu stand by the lighthouse, but Mrs. 
Pateison immediately started out over 
an almost impassable trail, which was 
rendered ail the more dangerous by 
flying timber in the heavy storm that 
was prevailing. The telegraph line be­
tween Cape Beale and Bamfield 
down, so there was no other alternative 
than to cover the distance on foot. At 
the head of Bamfield creek the worst 
part of the journey was encountered. 
Undeterred by the many obstructions 
in the way, Mrs. Paterson left the 
regular trail and partly wading through 
water and by taking the unbroken bush 
finally reached the McKay homestead. 
By this time Mrs. Paterson’s clothes 
were dripping wet. Getting 
boat Mrs. McKay rowed the 
messenger to the mouth of Bamfield 
creek, where word of the 
plight was passed to the Quadra. With­
in twenty minutes the 
under way. Two volunteer 
ties also set out for Cape Beale and 
Pachcna beach. They reported at 4 p. 
m. and reported that the Quadra, in 
spite of tremendous seas, had rescued 
the crew and had 
direction of Victoria.

be assembled for massed singing on 
certain occasions. The value of such 
musical education was demonstrated 
by the immense good it had worked 
for the musical world in England and 
the United States. The outcome of the 
discussion vas the passing of the fol­
lowing formal resolution: "That in the 
opinion of this meeting it would be ad­
vantageous to follow the example of 
Vancouver in appointing a supervisor 
of singing in the public schools."

The associate members of the society 
and others will be requested to use 
their influence in electing candidates 
for the board of school trustees who 
are in favor of the project and the co­
operation of the Arion Club, the Ladles’ 
Musical Club and others Interested, 
will be asked for.

There has never been much doubt in 
the minds of those who followed the 
evidence in the murder case that 
Featherstone was guilty of the crime 
of which he was convicted. He was 
found guilty of the murder of Miss 
Mary Jane Dalton and received his 
sentence of death at Nanaimo on Oc­
tober 22nd. The man who met his doom 
this morning was convicted on the 
strongest circumstantial evidence.

On the afternoon of the 21st July the 
dead body of Mary Jane Dalton was 
discovered lying in a pool of blood in 
her father’s house, South Wellington. 
Three revolver bullets had taken effect 
on the deceased. One had passed clean 
through the body. The second entered 
the head at the back, had shattered the 
skull, and the third inflicted a terrible 
wound In the forehead. Any one of the 
three shots was sufficient to cause 
death. The shot in the forehead was 
fired at close quarters, as marks of 
powder were found on the face.

Featherstone was head sawyer at the 
mill in South Wellington. The night 
previous to the day of the crime he 
had spent in Nanaimo. On the morn­
ing of the day, when Miss Dalton was 
foully done to death, he was sent home 
to South Wellington in an intoxicated 
condition. The evidence showed that 
he had been seen in the neighborhood 
with a revolver and laboring under the 
influence of drink. When arrested a 
revolver was found in his room and on 
the handkerchief he carried were blood 
marks.

Winnipeg, Dec. 10.—J. T. Gordon, who 
is one of the largest cattle exporters In 
the West, speaking of the season just 
closed, says:

“It has been very satisfactory to 
ranchers and fairly satisfactory to 
dealers. The export trade has not 
been as rosy as exporters would like 
but it has been a great improvement 
over anything we have had for the 
past three years.

“Consumption has been greater til 
the old country, and range cattle have 
been in better condition this year 
throughout than they have been since 
1896. In fact, Alberta and Saskatche­
wan have two crops of range cattle fit 
for market this year. This was brought 
about by the heavy rains of August 
that amounted almost to a deluge. 
These were the heaviest rains of the 
year, and arriving just as the grass 
was drying up, and all classes of stock 
got fat.

“In 1905 the total export of cattle 
from the West was 55,000 head. This 
year export has run up to 87,000 head, 
or an increase of about 60 per cent.

“The old country markets have been 
fairly steady with the exception of the 
period between September 1st and 30th, 
when they dropped very low. I under­
stand old country markets were never 
exceptionally high, but they were very 
steady. Export cattle from the Cana­
dian West have brought better prices 
than cattle from Ontario, because they 
were In better condition, grass having 
been, short in Ontario."
