Smallpox Spreading.

Toronto, Dec, 20.—There are at pres-
ent no less than ‘342 cases of smallpox
in Ontario, and in all 560 cases have
occurred since .the 1st of Oectober. This'
is' the net result'of a statemeént issued
to-day by the proyincial health authori-
ties. In Carleton county, including Ot-
tawa, there are 144 cases, and:the dis-
ease is spreading up the Ottawa walley,
chiefly in the lumber camps, .The spread
of the disease in this’instance:-has been
from the province of Quebec. - Withithe
beginning of September hundreds of
men from Quebec and Ontario cotmties
along the Ottawa went for their winter
work to lumber camps in northern On-
tario, and carried with them disease into
a number of centres. The disease in-'
troduced has spread from Ottawa centre
and from the lumber camps.

'BOERS AND NATIVES

ATTACK BRITISH FORCE

Dewet Lost Twenty Men at Langberg
—The British Casualties in
Tafelkon Engagement.

London, Dec. 23.—Lord Kitchener. in
a dispatch ' from Johannesburg, datefi

Saturday, December 21, sends reports of
sharp fighting in the Orange River and
Transvaal colonies.

Two hundred mounted infantry, in the
neighborhood of Beginderyn, were divid-
ed into parties and were searching farms
when they were attacked by three hun-
dred Boers and forty armed natives un-
der Commandant Britz. The Boers
charged determinedly in overwhelming
numbers. The British casualties were
severe, but no details have been re-
ported.

Lord Kitchener also reports that dur-
ing General Dewet’s attack on the Brit-
ish force, commanded by General Dart-
nell and Campbell, at Langberg on De-
cember 18th, the Boers charged bravely
and fought desperately for, several
hours. Dewet was driven off with the
loss of 20 men, There were 12 casual-
ties on the side of the British.

On December 2nd M. Botha, with 800
Boers, surprised Col. Damant’s advance
guard at Tafelkop, Orange River colony.
The Boers rushed a kopje commanding
the main body and the gums, but Col.
Damant rallied his men and drove the
Boers from the kopje. The British cas-
ualties were heavy. Damant was dan-
gerously wounded, two officers and 20
men wer2 killed and three officers and 17
men were wounded. The Boers left six
dead on the field and dispersed.

The British pursued the enemy and

captured a number of prisoners, includ- '

ing Commandant Xeyter. Later the
Boers, under a flag of truce, asked per-

mission to remove their dead. They ad- |

mitted having buried 27 men.

In the fight at Tafelkop, the Boers.
dressed as British yeomanry, engaged in
a splendid race with the British in the
attempt to be first in gaining the crest
of the kopje. "The Boers gained the
