AUSTRALIA SUFFERS . .
FROM DRY SEASON

Dominion Trade Commissioner Describes
Conditions in a Letter to the
Board of Trade.

The council of the Victoria, B. ‘C.,
Board of Trade met this morning, when
some ihteresting correspondence, notably
a letter from the Dominion trade,com-
missioner in Australia, came up for con+

toms, acknowledging .the = receipt of .a
resolution mentioning the non-advisabil-
ity of changing the existing arrangements
whereby United States steamers are
permitted to carry freight between l?n-
tish Columbia ports and other Canadian
points via- a United States port. n

The Deupty Minister ‘of Agviculiure
wrote stating that the government had
been ‘officially advised of the exhibition
to be held at Osaka, Japan, during the
months of' March to July, 1903, and in-
tended sending an exhibit. ‘All - com-
munications in connection therewith, the
letter advised, should be addressed to
William Hutcheson, department of agri-
culture, who has been appointed com-
missioner for the purpose. :

The same writer also acknowledged
the recipt of a resolution passed at a
public meeting held at Nelson in April
last asking for further protection to ‘the
lead indunstry. In reply he wished to
state that the matter will have earnest
consideration, but it 'was too late ‘for
any definite action before the'reassembl-
ing of parliament.

Th2 secretdry of the board of trade
wrote expressing the thanks 'of the Fer-
ni¢ ‘miners relief fund for the telegram
of sympathy and offer of assistance for
the, sufferers in the great disaster of the
22nd af May. y A

The Minister of Mines in a communi-
cation stated that the question of a twa
per cent. tax on minerals is one that is
receiving the consideration of the gov-
crnment, but the matter would have to
lay over until the House prorogued, The
letter adds: “*There are so many differ-
€nt opinions amongst mining men as to
what the proper course to ‘pursue is,
that it would be very injudicijus of the'
government to come to any hasty-+éon-
clusion in regard to the same’ Your
Loard cam rest gssured that the govern-
ment is fully alive to the importance of
doing everything possible to assist the

4f the same time collecting a proper and
equitable amount of taxation therefrom.”

New 'South Wales and Queensignd are
suffering from unprecedented dropght. For
seven years there has been a'\ partial
drought which has affected the interior,
but this year it has spread to the eastern”
coastal districts. It is still spreading, and
has reached portions of Viectoria and South
Australla. It I8 said that forty millions
of sheep are slowly starving, and the best
focks are being preserved only by expen-
sive hand feeding. The surplus of bread-
stuffs were early shipped out of the Com-
moenwealth in the anticipation that ‘the har-
vest would yield many million more bushels
than it did. As a consequence prices of
some articles advanced to figures that meke
importation pogsible éven under the tariff,
and If the droughit comtinues will create.a
demand’ for almost all ilnes of foodstuff
that " Wwiil” bear~transportatlon. - The prices

-.The duties are yet under comsideration in
parilament. They may be reduced, but it is
not probable that there will be any change.

In articles where the duties prohibit im-
portation at present there i3 a very con-
siderable re-export to the islands which the
duties de ot effect.

The Fiji trade, particularly now that the
Canadian-Agstralian steamers make Sava
a port of eafl; should be open to Canadian
@xports.

I should be glad to obtain the names of
firms who are prepared to export to this
market, with quotations delivered at Suva,
Brisbane and Sydney. It will be necessary
to get through freight rates from the point
of production to destination. The quota-
tions will; of eourse, be snbject to fluetua-
tions of the market. but will be valuable in
furnishing a fair idea when trade is pos-
sible. In' making quetations it must be
remembered thpt the Australian standard
weight of a bushel of oats is forty and of
beriey fifty-two pounds. It would be well
to mail small samples of graln. The butter
would have to be shipped in cold and the
nieats and  cheese in . cool storage, and
freight estimates mmst. cover charges for
fame.

Cable addrenses should always be 35

cable. Terms will be cash, either by letter
of credit or on.presentation of .documents
here. In the latter case provision must be
made in price for exchange.

Hitherto, except in the case of flour, at-
tempts to get produce from Canada have
not been very successful. Tt is allgged that
the prices quoted, when inquiries have been
made, have been those of locgl markets
p'us freight hete, and in consequence busi-
ness has gone to United States firms, which
cre ‘thoroughly organized and/ secure best
rates direct from the prodi{cer to their
agents in Aunstralia. It is in the hope of
securing some.of this trade for Canadian
exporters I ask the attention of your board
to this circular letter.

The-letter was received and referred
to the press for publication.

Aceording to!ithé eurrent réport, 'King
Edward’s: sudiden ‘llness” at Aldershot
was not due-to a cold, but was merely
an excuse forwithdrawing His" Majesty
from:public functions owing té-the”dis-
covery by Scotland Ydrd of ‘a plot
againgt his life,. The principals in ‘this
plot bave not yet been arrested. It is

King. Edward’s recovery, when he was
ensconced at Windsor Castle, was as
compléte and speedy as his attacks had
been sudden.

On the other hand it must be pointed

. pout that if His Majesty's illness was

merely diplomatie, the officials .certainly
took. a great deal of trouble in keeping
up the fiction. S8ir Francis Laking, phy-
sician in ordinary.to the King, was sum-
moned by telegram to Aldershot, His
prescriptions were hurriedly filled, and
gmyttlﬁgx, about the King's apartments
indicated the gennine nature of his ill-
ness, . Furthermore, King Ddward's
journey from Aldershot to Windsor. . in
his_mofor car apd his subsequent driye
to-day in  Windsor Park .do not seem:to
indicate any fear of 'a violent attack
upon his person.

Victoria sealers rcceived good news
yesterday. It came by cable from the
captain of the schooner Director, which
vessel, the message stated, put into
Hakodate with all well on board and
with a catch of 620 skins., This is the-
largest ‘catch that has been’ reported
since hunting operations were commenced
this year, and .in fact the only one of
which news has been received coming
from the vessels working on the Yapan
coast. ‘The fleet eomprises five schoon-
ers, and if aN enjoy proportiohately the
success of the' Director they will assist
materially in making up for the shortage
of the spring catch. The schooners will
be joined by a fleet of six off the Copper
island coast, and if the season happens
to be favorable may not after all prove
the unprofitable one that it has up till
now been regarded, .-

“The cable news was read at a
meeting of the Victoria Sealers’ Asso-
eiation yesterday afternoon, when sev-
eral matters pertaining to the manage-
aient, Of the business.on this coast was
g'ixscu"sséd.: The most important of these
was the ddvance in pay which the In-
dians are demanding before signing for
Behring sea cruises. The increase asked
is .gltogether beyond the reach of” the
Séale;a’ Association, and of‘coume' can-
not be given. After considerable discus-
sion of the subject it was decidéd to
leave the matter largely in the harmds of
the ‘captains of the virious vessels for
adjustment.” Ten' of “the schooners ‘are
now on the codst looking for hative ¥tews
and the whole fleet to be sent to Béhring
sen will shortly be in''sear¢h of Ihdian
Ccrews.

QOapt. Gullin and crew of the 40-ton:

-The ves-
sel has not been granted a sealing license,
for thie reason, it is gaid, that American
citizeng are ipterested in her ownership,
and,smtil the matter has been inyunired
into, will not be able to leave port. The
schooner is'one of the few vessels not in
the sealing combiné, and thosé interested
in hen allege that for this reason influ-
ence has been brought to bear leading to
her right as a British sealer being ques-
tioned. They have begn at considerable
expense in preparing the schogner for sea,
and:have even gone. to the extent of get:
ting -provisions on. board foir the eruise
before  @iscovering the trouble ahead of
them. They have béen told that an‘effort
was going te be made to prevent them
entering the sealing ‘industry,

The Prescott was fornierly an Ameri-
can vessel, and was owned by Captain
Douglas, a navigator, who, although hav-
ing lived a large nuymber of vears in this
city, is an American citizen. The schoon-
er was built abaiff six years ago, and
registered at Port Townsend. She was
placed in the whaling business and went
to the Arctic for the first four years of
her career. A year or so ago her pres-
ent crew went north and took her down
from Cape Nome. . On. arrival here she !
was seized and”sold for wages due her
crew, who bought. her in at the time of
the sale. These men claim that ne Am-
erican ‘is interested in her, that :the
schooner now has British registry, and
that her right as a-sealer canibe-elearly
defined. . It is about 12 days ago sigce
they discovered that-any impediment-
stood in their way of going to-ses,iand
‘they consider their delay in port a most
