Hon. Mr. Scott said that the most im-
portant 'reason why the Canadian com-
missioners did ngt approve of the award
was that it was not a judicial document
decision. Lord Alverstone had in the
first instance agreed that the centre of
the Portland canal should act for the
boundary line. These four islands should
have gone to either the one country or
the other, depending upon the position of
the line through the Portland Chanmel.
Subsequently Lord Alverstone deflected
the line so as to turn two of the islands
int> the Uunited States and two into Can-
ada, that is Wales and Pearse Islands,

United States.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell said that it was
singularly unfortunate that in every case
wnere negotiations have taken place be-
tween the United States and England
where Canada was affected, the United
States diplomats have succeeded in
securing islands which command the
most important points of our Dominion.
