Volunteer Guard Prepared to Deal

Peter Veregln Says Last Year Was a 
Prosperous One.

ÜÜ Winnipeg, Dec. 19.—Peter Veregin, 
head of the Doukhobor colony at York- 
ton, Sask., is here, 
prosperous,” said he, “and you can say 
that we like this country.”

Asked whether many new' arrivals 
had come to the colony during the 
year, he said that in the fall fully 200 
Doukhobors came from Siberia, whence 
they had been banished 'by the Rus­
sian government because they had re- ! 
fused to carry arms. Their families 
were, many of them, already here and 
to them they were like fathers and 
brothers from the land of the dead. 
For twelve long years they had pined 
away in the dreary Siberian wilds 
buoyed up by the hope erf seeing their 
families again in Canada, whence they 
had gone during their captivity.

“Why were these men sent to Sibe­
ria?” was asked.

“They had no alternative,” tie re­
plied, “than that of taking up arms, 
and Doukhobors will never do that. 
They preferred to go into exile than 
to violate the tenets of their religion.”

Most of these exiles were sentenced 
to eighteen years, but their terms wrere 
reduced tq twelve and they were al­
lowed to come out to Canada. In the 
west there are two colonies of these 
people, one at Yorkton and another at 
Prince Albert. At Yorkton he stated 
that they were about 7,000 strong, 
while some 3,000 lived near Prince Al­
bert. The past year, he stated, w'as a 
prosperous one for them. The crops 
had been splendid but not more than 
half of it had been threshed out, al­
though they had tw'enty threshing out­
fits of their own at work. Last spring 
they had ten steam engines in use to 
do their ploughing, besides a large 
number of horses.

ONE St. Petersburg, Dec. 20.—A call for a 

general strike throughout Russia, to 
begin Thursday at noon, was issued 
to-night. The call is approved by the 
Union of Unions, the Union of Peas­
ants, the General Railway Union and 
the Council of Workmen of St. Peters­
burg and Moscow.

A response received from the rail­
way men of Moscow is unanimous for 
a strike. The leaders have declared 
their ability to stop every railroad in 
Russia. The strike order renders 
every member of the unions signing it 
liable to arrest and punishment under 
the new strike law.

Minister of the Interior Durnovo at­
tempted to send orders to Moscow to 
arrest the members of the railway 
union and the workmen’s council, but 
the dispatches were held by the rail­
road telegraphers.
