Mystery of Strange Dis­
appearance Cleared in 
Letter Received Yester- Fredericton, N. B„ March 14.—Bert 

Russ, a shoemaker by trade of Haver­
hill, Mass., committed suicide by 
shooting himself through the left side, 
immediately above the heart at Long’s 
Hotel this evening, just at the time 
the crowds were gathering at city hall, 
a block away, to hear the civic elec­
tion returns.

Russ had been drinking heavily for 
some days and had spent most of the 
day in his room at the hotel. About 
three quarters of an hour before the 
shooting occurred he went to the hotel 
office and secured writing paper and 
envelopes and is said to have com­
menced to write a note to his mother, 
which, however, he did not complete.

day. the House of Commons today, Regin­
ald McKenna, tirst lord of the Admir­
alty, expressed regret that he was un­
able to hold out any hope for the fu­
ture of a decline in the estimates. He. 
defended the present large increase, 
which he said had been rendered ne­
cessary by the building programmes 
of foreign nations. An expenditure of 
over $200,000,000 was imperative to 
properly safeguard the security of the 
country and to provide against con­
tingencies.

Mr. McKenna explained that count­
ing the Australian and New Zealand 
ships which would be still in British 
waters, Great Britain would have in 
the summer of 1912, 22 Dreadnoughts, 
while in the following January, five 
Dreadnoughts in addition to this year’s 
programme would be added to the fleet 
and thus Great Britain's 
through this type of ship 
absolutely secure.

An interesting phase of the politi­
cal situation today was Premier As­
quith’s announcement in the house of 
commons that the budget would be re­
introduced and disposed of before the 
house rises for the spring recess. 
This announcement revived political 
speculation in the lobbies. It Is gen­
erally believed that the Nationalists 
will abstain from voting, in which 
case the budget will be passed. If the 
budget is defeated there is no doubt 
the government will resign and go to 
the country again on the questions of 
the budget and the reform of the 
House of Lords.

Sir Edward Grey, the foreign sec­
retary in a strong speech at a Lib­
eral banquet in London tonight, de­
clared that it was not sufflcietit to 
veto the limit of the Lords, bu that 
the upper house mus be radically re­
formed.

A single chamber system, he said, 
would result, politically speaking “in 
disaster, death and damnation."

London, Mar. 14.—The House of 
Lords entered upon a discussion to­
day of the self-denying ordinance pro­
posed by Lord Rosebery, preparatory 
to the radical reform of the

Washington, D. C., Mar. 14.—At 
the end of a conference today with his 
tariff advisers, lasting nearly four 
hours, President Taft, had not arriv­
ed at a decision as to the action he 
will take with respect to granting 
Canada and France the 25 per cent, 
reduction in tariff rates which he is 
allowed to grant to nations which 
are shown to be not "unduly discrimin­
atory’’ against the United States.

It is said that the situation with 
respect to C’anada Is all but hopeless 
and the Indications are that the big­
gest and nearest neighbor of the Unit­
ed States may be the one important 
country against which the maximum 
rates of the Payne-Aldrich law will 
have to be applied.

Negotiations looking to a settlement 
with France are progressing satisfact­
orily. It is said a new proposal was 
received from France today and it 
was hinted at the end of the confer- 

settlement by which 
ranee may send her products to the 

United States under the 25 per cent, 
reduction is not unexpected.

Canada is said to have made no ef­
fort to obtain the preferential treat­
ment from the United States. It is 
declared, indeed, that the Dominion 
Government has left no loophole for 
President Taft to do otherwise than 
to allow the maximum rates automati­
cally to go into effect against imports 
from that country.

In this connection, it is pointed out 
that the maximum rates of the Ameri­
can tariff law against imports from 

lower than the 
duty imposed by Canada on imports 
from the United States.

Although higher duties are imposed 
against the United States than the 
United States imposes against Canada, 
it Is cited that Canada has granted 
France a reduction in duties of from 
2Vi to 5 per cent, from prevailing 
rates and this reduction, under con­
ditions imposed upon the Dominion 
Government has been automatically 
granted to 12 other nations, under 
the “most favored nation" rule. Un­
der all these circumstances, and as no 
proposition looking toward sucessful 
negotiations is forthcoming from Can­
ada the American authorities see prac­
tically no hope of a settlement.

The salaries of city teachers 
were higher as a rule than those of 
country teachers and he had been ask­
ed to put some provision In the bill 
which would permit of the country 
teachers receiving as large pension's 
as the city teachers, but after con­
ferring with the chief superintendent 
it had been thought better not lo 
make any alteration.

The provisions of the bill were aa 
liberal as the government felt war­
ranted in giving at the present time.

Russ was about 25 years old b/1 
unmarried. His cousin, W. W. Russ, 
who formerly was in charge of a shoe 
factory owned by the family at Hav­
erhill, came here last spring and took 
charge of the Hartt Boot and Shoe 
Company’s factory. Later he dismis­
sed one of the leading Union men, 
and the victim of this evening’s trag­
edy arrived from Haverhill and took 
the dismissed man’s position 
ter, causing the strike. Russ got Into 
trouble and was arrested on one or 
two occasions for drunkenness, and 
each time was found to be carrying a 
revolver which finally was confisca­
ted.

At times he had mixups 
labor Union men and appeared to 
brood over these occurrences. His 
rash act today was probably the re­
sult of a fit of despondency brought 
on partly by excessive drinking.

First Step In Settlement Of 
Philadelphia’s Labor War 
Taken Yesterday — Stock 
Exchange Forces Situation.

Curator Of Defunct St. Ste­
phen’s Bank Qualifies State­
ments Made Concerning Re­
sult Of Investigation.

Khartoum, March 14.—I .coking the 
picture of health, and with physical 
fitness showing in every line, Theodore 
Roosevelt came back today from the 
long trail on which he spent nearly a 
year in the pursuit of game. Thou­
sands had gathered here to see him 
and they descried from afar the famil­
iar form and more familiar smile 
made even so to those who had never 
before set eyes on the ex-president of 
the United States, by the countless 
pictures of him which have recently 
been published.

Later in the day, there was a Joyous 
re-union of Col. and Mrs. Roosevelt 
and their children, Kermit and Miss 
Ethel, In the North Station of Khar­
toum, Mrs. Roosevelt and her daugh­
ter arriving there about half past five 
o’clock in the evening. A launch car­
rying the representatives of the gov­
ernor general of anglo-Egyptlan Sou­
dan. Major General Sir Francis Reg­
inald Wingate, Sirdar of the Egyptian 
army, met the steamer Dal up the riv­
er. On this small craft. Col. Roose­
velt and the members of his party had 
voyaged for more than 1,300 miles 
from Gondokoro, in Uganda, where 
they embarked on February 28. It 
was a wearisome trip for there was 
little to be seen and towards the end 
Col. Roosevelt, displayed considerable 
anxiety to be ashore.

More Placid.
The White Nile was more placid to­

day than yesterday and the Sirdar's 
launch was able to proceed a long dis­
tance up the river, bearing the first 
official greeting to Khartoum’s disting­
uished guest. The Sirdar's staff of­
ficers were taken aboard, and when the 
steamer, with the American. British 
and Egyptian a figs flying arrived at 
Gordon's tree, they were seen sur­
rounding the former president on the 
bridge. Col. Roosevelt was attired in 
khaki uniform and wore a white hel­
met. For several hours the Dal tied 
up opposite Gordon's Tree, within 
sight of Khartoum and during that 
time. Col. Roosevelt occupied himself 
in answering hundreds of cablegrams 
and letters which had accumulated 
here. All observers remarked his 
health and energy and among them 
were those who noted In Col. Roose­
velt when he left New York a year 
ago, thé effects of the strain of a long 
and strenuous term in office. From* 
these effects he has now completely 
recovered and although apparently the 
hardships which he underwent In the 
wilds of Africa have not reduced his 
flesh to any appreciable degree, he 
looks, to use his own words, able to 
"hit the line hard."

Fredericton, N. B., March 14.—The 
temperance forces carried the day in 
the civic elections today and a 
plete turnover was the result. Last 
year the party favoring a none too 
strict enforcement of the Scott Act 
made a clean sweep of the city and 
not a single candidate of the temper­
ance forces was elected.

This year the temperance people 
adopted new tactics and conducting a 
practically silent campaign turned the 
greater part of their efforts to perfect­
ing their organization and placing 
themselves on the same footing in 
this respect as their opponents. With 
this idea in view they had the taxes 
of many of their friends, who would 
not otherwise have had votes settled 
in time to make them eligible for the 
voters’ list.

The result of today’s polling 
that seven of the temperance partv 
candidates were elected while three 
of the members of the last council, 
Aid. Hooper, Calder and Jewett, were 
re-elected. Ald.-elect, Joseph Walker, 
who has been alderman at various 
times previously led the polls with a 
vote of 583. This compared with the 
1,078 votes polled, four more than last 
year shows that the electors were 
pretty evenly divided.

As is generally the case two polls 
went exactly opposite, but the majori­
ty of the temperance candidates at 
the city hall poll was too much for 
the other side to overcome at the 
court house.

Philadelphia, Pa.. March 14.—The 
first step taken by the Philadelphia 
Rapid Transit Company toward set­
tling the dispute with its striking em­
ployees, and Incidentally ending the 
sympathetic strike which has now 
been in progress for 10 days, was tak­
en late today when President C. O. 
Kruger, of the Rapid Transit Com­
pany conferred with W. D. Mahon, 
president of the Amalgamated Assoc­
iation of Street and Electric Railway 
Employees. The meeting of the labor 
leader and the rapid transit official 
was the result of outside influences 
and it is the first time officials of the 
company have dealt directly with any 
national officer of the street car men’s 
union.

Today’s conference was held in the 
office of George H. Earle, one of the 
representatives of the city 
transit company’s board of directors. 
Mr. Earle and a sub-committee of the 
general committee in charge of the 
sympathetic strike were also present.

The sub-committee met Mr. Earle 
at the request of Edward Lowber 
Welch, a member of the Philadelphia 
Stock Exchange, after he had procur­
ed a letter from Mr. Earle stating 
the latter’s willingness to discuss the 
situation.
