Fredericton, June 2.—Distinguished
sons of the University of New Bruns-
wick gathered in her classic halls to-
day to observe the 50th anniversary
of the institution under the present
name, to see honor paid to two grad-
uates who stand in the front rank of
educationalists in the province and to
big God-speed to another class who
bade farewell to their alma mater and
went forth in the wide wide world.

Tonight the class of 1910 is having
their final sendoff. A new cannon ar-
rived this week from St. John to
take the place of the one which burst
last year and from it will be fired the
customary salute by the graduating
class members. Thisg ceremony will
commence on the hill back of the col-
lege about midnight and one gun will
be fired for the graduates of the
fourteen years, one for the graduating
“Coeds” and then one for every two
male members of the graduating class
,making about 12 salutes in all to be
fired.

This evening at Washington’s res-
taurant, members of the class, of 1907
are holding a class reunion.

Honorary Degrees.

The feature of the Encoenia pro-
weedings this afternoon was the con-
ferring of the honorary degree of LL.
D. upon Mr. W. 8. Carter, chief sup
erintendent of education, and Mr, H.
V. B. Bridges, principal of the Provin-
cial Normal School.

Both have taken a prominent part
in educatienal affairs in the province
during the past year, and Mr.
Carter is ex-officio president of the
University senate. He was also pre-
sident of the Alumni Society of the
University last year, while Mr.
Bridges is secretary of the Alumni,
to which position he was last night
re-elécted to serve his fourteenth year.

The two honorary degrees were con-
ferred upon the rcommendation of the
Alumni and confirmed at a meeting of
the senate this morning.

HAS SALARY ISED

Repairs To Castles And Gen-
erous Support Of Theatre
Responsible For Kaiser’s
Want 0f Spending Money.

Berlin, June 2.—The civil list of the
emperor as king of Prussia is soon to
be increased probably to about $5,000,-
000. This was agreed upon today by
the leaders of the -Conservative, Na-
tional, Liberal and Radical parties of
the Prussian parliament. A bill em-
bodying the necessary legislation will
be introduced by the government
shortly.

The restoration or repairs upon his
majesty’s numerous castles are sald
to be part responsibfe for the royal
need. But besides these expenditures
the emperor is a generous supporter
of the opera and the royal theatres
at Berlin and Weisbaden castle hav-
ing for some years made up an an-
nual deficit in the houses totalling
some $75,000. He also maintains 52
town and country residences, some of
which he has not visited since the be-
ginning -of his reign.

Torontq, Ont., June 2.—Prospects
for an early settlement of the strike
of the builders and laborers, nine
hundred of whom went out yesterday,
are still remote. Large contractors
say they will fight the men’s demands
to a fmish. The representatives of
the men stated today that several con-
tractors had signed the new wage
scale but the comtractors claim that
only one or two employing few men
have given in. One hundred and fifty
lathers are also out. Work on the
new west wing of the parliament bulld-
ings is at a standstill but it is under-
stood that the government will meet
the demands of the men and that
work will be resumed by the end of
the week. This work is too urgent to
be allowed to stand still.

JOURNEY AC

How the Commercial Airship W
strated the Practicability of Aviation.

Dover, FEng., June 2.—The Hon.
Charles Stewart Rolls, captain in the
London section of the Army Motor
Reserve, driving a Wright biplane,
vindicated Anglo-Saxon aeronautics
by crossing the English channel twice
this evening without alighting. He
made the round trip between Dover
and Calais in ninety minutes.

While two Frenchmen, Louis Bler-
iot and Count De Lesseps have crossed
the channel in an aeroplane, it re
mained for 'an Englishman in ax
American machine to perform the
double feat. The distance across be-
tween the two points is 21 miles so
that his over-water flight of 42 miles
without a stop establishes a new rec-
ord. 8

Captain Rolls left Dover at 6.30
o'clock. The atmospheric conditions
were excellent.  He lost no time In
manoeuvres but after describing a
circle, headed towards the French
coast. In anticipation of the flight
torpedo boats steamed at--full speed
across the straits, but the pace of the
aeroplane was swifter,

Capt. Rolls sent his machine to a
height of 800 feet, and at that alti-
tude he skimmed through the air like
a great bird. The motor worked per-
fectly. The crowd who watched the
start confidently awaited the return
and it was not long before the speck
which those who had telescopes saw
disappear on the French coast, re-
appeared, growing larger with every
minute.

When finally the aviator became
visible to the naked eye cheer after
cheer arose from the enthusiastic
spectators, and as he gracefully soar-
ed toward the landing place made fam-
ous by Bleriot, he was given an ova-
tion. He alighted at 8 o'clock at al-
most the same spot as Bleriot, show-
ing little signs of the strain of his
magnificient flight.

Captain Charles S. Rolls, of the
London section of the army motor re-
serve, has successfuly followed the
sports of bicycling, automobiling, bal-
looning and saeroplaning. At Cam-
bridge University he was the captain
of the bicycle team . Later he compe-
ted successfully in numerous automo-
bile competitions ang wag awarded the
gold medal for his pérformance i the
1,000 miles trial of 1900 in England.
He drove as the representative of
Great Britgin in the Gordon Bennett
race of 1905. Several times he broke
the*world’s record for speed.

Capt. Rolls has made more than 160
balloon ascensions. Taking. up the
sport of heavier than air machines he
made a flight with Wilbur Wright at
Lemans in October, 1908. On May 27
he started to make thé cross channel
fiight but he had gone but a few yards
when his engine failed him and the
attempt was abandoned. Louis Bleriot
and Count De Lesseps, the French
but up to today no one had made the
flight with the start from the English
coast.

NEAR LYNCHING

John Dickens Of Chelgea, Un-
der Suspicion Of Assaulting
Girl Has Narrow Escape
From Angry Crowd.

Bangor, Me., June 2.—John Dickens,
claiming Chelsea, Mass., as his hame,
had a narrow escape from violence at
the hands of a mob in Hermon, six
miles west of Bangor, Wednesday
night. Irene Packard, aged 11, daugh-
ter of Mr. and Mrs. Samuel M. Pack-
ard, of Hermon, was assaulted with
supposed criminal intent, in an out-
building near a hall where her parents
and many others were attending a
dance. The girl made such a spirited
resistence that her assailant fled.

When the alarm was given, the
crowd in the dance hall went in quest
of the assailant, and when the girl's
father caught a stranger in the vicin-
ity of the hall who could not give a
clear account of himself, the people
assumed a threatening attitude, and
it became necessary to lock, the man
up, who gave his name as John Die-
kens, of Chelsea, in a bar for safety,
The mob surrounded the bar, threa-
tening violence, and several of the
cooler headed men, took Dickens out
through a rear door and escorted him
to a work car on the railroad nearby,
where he has been employed as a sec-
tion hand. Early this morning Die-
kens was arrested by Deputy Sheriff
Packard, of Newburg, and brought to
Bangor for examination. Pending fur-
ther developments, the suspect was
sent to jail for drunkenness. Sheriff

Denied Admittance.

A few days ago the mother of Mr.
Price, 8 most estimable lady, passed
away and the remains were interred
thig afternoon. 8. O, Mehan was em-
ployed as undertaker and his hearse
conveyed the remains to the cemetery.
Arriving at the sacred spot the mourn.
ers found the gate for vehicles lock-
ed against them because Mr, Mehan's
hearse instead Of one owned by the
corporation, had been engaged for the
solemn occasion. The funeral proces-
sion was confrented by Superintendent
Sederquest and Marshal Cotter, the
latter of whom had been sent by the
police committee to aid in the en-
forcement of law and order. Mr. Price
demanded admittance for the hearse
and was informed by the superintend-
ent that this could not be granted, as
the regulations of the corporation had
not been complied with. Undertaker
Mehan was then instructed by Mr.
Price to break the lock on the gate
and enter and Superintendent Seder-
quest instructed Marshal Cotter to ar- |
rest any man who undertook to carry
out such an order,

At this stage Rev. W. W. Rainnie,
pastor of the Presbyterian Church at
Milltown who was officiating in the
absence of Rev. L. B, Gilbson, pastor
of the church in St. Stephen, asserted
that he had permission from the
board of health to inter the body in
the cemetery, and called on Marshall
Cotter to arrest Supt, Sederquest,
Marshall Cotter chose the easier way
and declined both invitations and Mr
Mehan entering the foot passenger
gate to the hallowed spot, went inside
the enclosure and with an axe broke
the lock and the procession proceeded |
to the grave without further molesta
tion. Since then there have been var
jous threats of arrests and legal pros-
ecutions.

The people immediately concerned
in this particular interment claim that
they own absolutely the plot of ground
for which they have paid and the right
to approach it by any vehicle for the
purpose of interment while the ceme-
tery authorities point to a conditional
agreement which is signed by every
owner of a lot in the cemetery to the
effect that every lot of which he i
proprietor is “subject to the rules
regulations and byelaws of the said
cemtely corporation,” and such |
tificate shall constitute a valid instru- |
ment of transfer if such lot or lots
may be expressed therein and shall
be held by the purchaser or purchasers
thereof for the use of burial only, sub
ject nevertheless to all the bye-laws |
of the sald corporation.
