Memphis, Tenn., June 28.—Glidden 

touring is no pastime for an amateur. 
Take It from one who has tried it. 
My idea of a Glidden tour was that 30 
or 40 automobiles left a certain towu 
at a sane hour of the morning and ran 
to another town some distance down 
the line, bowling over good roads at 
only a fair rate of speed.

But. believe me, Glidden touring is 
altogether different. This first rude 
awakening came in the 
hours. You are liable to be up 
out on the road at 4 o’clock in the 
morning and you are extremely liable 
not to land in the night “control” un­
til 11 o’clock. And as for tüe roads - 
well, men who have been making the 
Glidden tours annually tell me that 
the roads we encountered in Tennes­
see, Kentucky, Alabama and Mississip­
pi. are the worst a Glidden tour has 
ever been routed over. In the moun­
tain districts we didn't follow roads, 
we followed lumber trails and by way 
of enlivening the proceedings bumped 
trees out of the way or rooted up 
stumps from the roadway. It’s a fair­
ly strenuous pastime.

The contesting cars have a certain 
schedule which they must observe. 
Probably the schedule calls for a run­
ning time of about 25 miles uu hour.

That doesn't sound fast and it wouldn't 
be fast if the roads were good. But 
when yo 
plow till
hour you feel certain your gpe 
making, the Twentieth Century II:

If you happen to be in the car which 
is doing the rushing.

Yacht Register, which has made its 
appearance for the eighth successive 
year, is unchanged in exterior from 
last year, but its various departments 
discloses the fact that it Is necessary 
to make the book entirely new every 
year. The change in the 3,500 entries 
of the yacht list proper shows a com­
plete reorganization of the American 
pleasure fleet on a new basis, the 
gasoline engine displacing rope and 
canvas more rapidly 
prvtous year.

With only three new additions to 
the sailing fleet. A. S. Cochrane’s big 
schooner Westward. Harold S. Van­
derbilt’s small schooner Vagrant, and 
Morton F. Plant's 53‘foot cutter Shim- 
na. there are such omissions as the 
famous Cup defenders Volunteer and 
Vigilant, sold for commercial service■ 
the well known schooner Thistle, 
to a forlegn owner; a number of the 
less noted schooners and cutters sold 
out of yachting or broken up. Of the 
older and larger still left, the 
majority are now auxiliaries.

The new auxiliary bark Aloha. 21S 
feet over all, with a gross tonnage of 
U59. stands alone among the new 
yachts of the year. Next in import­
ance to her in the way of additions 
to the list are the cruising power 
yachts or 80 to 100 feet, some of steel 
and some of wood, and all of a tvpe 
which combines good cruising speed 
with sea-going qualities. Several of 
these vessels are of the familiar Amer­
ican type of coasting steam yacht, 
with flush deck and stack and spars, 
but they are driven by ga| engines in­
stead of steam.

An entirely new type that is found 
in the Register for the first time is 
the ocean cruiser of about 60 feet 
long, the product of the long distance 
races of recent years to Bermuda 
and Havana. This type is represented 
by the Caliph, Berneyo, Loantaka. all 
n»?w this year and specially designed 
for this service.

The mest additions to the list are 
found in the new type of raised deck 
power cruisers of about 30 to 60 feet 
over all. Of purely racing 
majority are found in such 
lug yachts as the sonder class and 
the Seawanhuka cup

launches. Two well-known yachts t'wt 
will be missed .from the Register this 
year are W. K Vanderbilt’s Valiant 
and A. L. Drexel's Margarita, both sold 
to foreign ownership.

On.- notable feature Is the increase 
in the number of clubs, the total be­
ing 458 as compared with 159 clubs in 
the 1905 Register. This increase is

specially devoted to power yachting, 
the membership being composed of 
new recruits to the great American 
pleasure navy. The increase is con­
fined to one iocafity; it is marked in 
the inland and lake waters of Canada 
aP well as on both fresh and salt wat­
er in the states. The commercial val­
ue of this side of yachting, as repre­
sented in engine building and allied 
industries, cannot be estimated.
