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Premier Foster
Being Criticised
For Failure to Carry Out
Promise to Develop Water
Powers of Province—Big

Developments of This Nat-

ure in Other Parts of Can-
ada.

Premier Foster's failure to
out his promise to develop the water
powers of the province is causing cri-
ticiem, not only because undertakings
of such a character ‘would help to prov
vide employment for returned soldiers,
and would probably give an impetus
to the development of provincial man-
ufactures, but because people are hav-
ing difficulty placing orders for coal
next winter, while the prospects of a
reduction in the price of coal is none
too bright. A business man who was
recently in Toronto said it was great-
ly to be regretted that little or noth-
ing was being done to develop water
bowers in New Brunswick, especially
in view of the big developments of
this nature in Ontario, Quebec and
the western provinces,

“The Hydro-Electric Commission,
which supplies Toronto and mneighbor
ing cities with light, heat and power,
saves half asmillion tons of coal a
year,” he said. “That is a matter of
$5,000,000 a year saved for the people
it serves, Besides there are numer-
ous other water power plants run by
maunicipalities or private companies
serving large numbers of people, and
enabling them to keep in the province
money that if they relled on coal
would have to be sent to the United
States.

“New Brunswick's production of
coal 19 not large. Most of the coal
used here for factory purposes comes
from Nova Scotia, while the coal for
household use comes largely from the
United States or Scotland. This
means a considerable sum of money
sent out of the province every year
that might be retained here to stimu-
late local business if we had enter-
prise enough to harness our water
powers for heating and manufacturing
purposes. That aspect of the ques-
tion is not considered by the govérn-
ment, or it would have done something
before this.”

RED FLAG FLYING
IN THE STREETS

The red flag was flying in the
streets of St. John last evening; the
emblem of the revolutionary working-
class was flaunted in the faces of
the citizens of the old loyalist city,
ang .there was not even a protest
from patriotic passersby, or veterans.
