Mr. Gordon Taylor (Bow River): Madam Speaker, taxes 
under the national energy policy are sucking the lifeblood out 
of the oil and gas industry: excise taxes, incremental oil 
revenue taxes, petroleum and gas revenue taxes, Canadian 
ownership taxes, natural gas taxes, natural gas liquid taxes, 
taxes on ethane, butane, etc. It is no wonder the industry is 
drying up, leaving hundreds of unemployed, and scores leaving 
the country. There have already been more than 3,800 bank­
ruptcies of businesses in 1982.

Mr. Vince Dantzer (Okanagan North): Madam Speaker, in 
preparing for the Versailles conference, the government has 
been forced to give statistical evidence of its complete failure. 
We now learn that for the first time in 18 years the Canadian 
economy will decline rather than grow. The gross national 
product will fall .5 per cent rather than rise 2.2 per cent as 
forecast by the Minister of Finance (Mr. MacEachen). This 
government has now admitted its complete bankruptcy. It is 
bankrupt of programs. It is bankrupt of ideas. It is bankrupt of 
capable people. Therefore I move, seconded by the hon. 
member for St. John's East (Mr. McGrath):

That this House demand that the incompetent Minister of Finance, the 
incompetent Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources, the incompetent Minister 
of Justice, in fact, the whole incompetent cabinet, and the incompetent and 
irrelevant Prime Minister resign, call an election, and let the Canadian people get 
the monkeys in this government off their backs.
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
