It will be observed that Conference is held
in St. John with greater regularity than
in any other place within our Connexional
bounds.

The law of Conference
periodicity seems to require that every fifth
year the Conference orbit shall intersect St.
John. If so, the law is a pleasant one, for
St. John is admirably well fitted for a Con-
ference town. In the firstplace, it is easily
reached from almost every direction.
Great however, as are its advantages now
in this respect, they are likely to be found
much greater five years hence. Before
that time, the Intercolonial Railway, will
be in full operation. By that time possibly
the Fredericton and Riviere du Loup Rail-
way, the Anpapolis and Yarmouth Rail-
way the New Glasgow and Strait of Can-
30 Railway and the Georgetown and Sum-
merside Railway, will be in good working
order. In that case, brethren from the
East and the West, the North and the
South, will enjoy remarkably good facilities
for rapid and comfortable travelling to at-
tend a St. John Conference. But as itis,
Lrethren within convenient distance do not
experience wunch difficulty in going to St.

By dint of hard fighting
the Versailles government have retaken the city,
and the Communists driven to desperation, |

uction. They are now reaping the
reward of theie doings in summary executions,
and in consequence the streets of Paris are lit-
erary encumbered with
blood 1s yet freely flowing.
When all bope of| retaining power w
the defeated wretches began the fearful work
destruction by burning the public buildings and |
fair palaces which bave been the glory of the
proud city. The Tuilleries where the ex-Em-
peror recently reigned in so much magnificence
is now nothing but a heap of charred ruins.
The Hotel de Ville is destroyed. The Palace
of Justice, the Luxemburg—the great theatres
and many other noted trophies of architectural
skill or histori~ value are all masses of unsight-
ly ruin. In addition to all this there is the
feartul loss of private property, whole streets
and squares burned down, and wrecks of all
that was beautiful meet the eye on every band.
The loss of life cannot be ascertained. Reck-
less despair prevailed on one side and a fierce
resolve to destroy all aod die amid the dread
storm and loss, and on the other side of the con-
querors there has been swift undiscriminating
retribution—hundreds at once shot down—wo-
men and little children all involved in the sad
doom.
By latest accounts, the fighting was over, and
the fires were being extinguished, but execu-
tions were still proceeding and preparations for
the banishment of thousands were being bastily
devised. It is an awful reign of terror, in the
establishment of peace and the sitting up of law-
ful government. The crimes of the Communists
will never be forgotten, but. it is feared that
their principles are yet shared by many ot the
people, and that France is yet far from quiet
and prosperity. A strong conviction is felt by
many in England, that the French nation is not
capable of seli-government, and that a Repub-
lic on the grand model of the United States is
not possible in the midst of this excitable and
unreliable people. I leave this, for my province
is not to theorize but to note down tacts. The
condition of France is most deplorable and that
of Paiis is indescribably bad, and at present
there is but very slight prospect of speedy im-
provement.,

A great philosopber and a good man has been
recently buried in Westminster Abbey. The
death of Sir John Hershel has been widely no-
ticed and leaves an important blank in the sci-
entific world. His distinguished father Sir Wm.
Herschel will perhaps be better known on ac-
count of the brilliancy of his astronomical dis-
coveries, but the son who has been called
away was a most earnest and successful dis-
coverer. For calm patient research and self-
sacrificiog zeal in the pursuit ot the sublime
study to which he had consecrated his life, he
bas achieved a high renown, and his grateful
country gladly accords him a high place on the
scroll of her illustrious dead.

In addition to all this, we learn that he was

a sincere Christian, and endeavored in all his
researches to bring more glory to the Divine
Creator of all, and that he has passed within
the veil in calm assured trust in the merits of
his Saviour, and that his pure and noble life was
crowned with joy and peace in death.
The Permissive Bill of Sir Wilfred Lawson
das been again defeated in the House of Com-
mons. The debate excited much interest, and
was by far the ablest which bas been beard up-
on this important measure. Town readers are
already aware that in consequence of the intro
duction of a Licensing Bill by the Government
the whole subject of Public Houses and drink-
ing has been widely discussed, and that the
whole strength of the Publican and Brewing
interest has been evoked to prevent restriction
and improvement.

They have, alas! been too successful, for
our pliant Government has so far yielded as to
withdraw the part of the Bill they dreaded
most. It was at this jincture that the debate
came upon the principle of the Permissive Bill,
which gives to a majority of two thirds of a
Parish the power to shut up or exclude Public
Houses from their midst. The Government
opposed the second reading. The ‘‘ trade™
whipped up all its strength, and yet Sir Wil-
fred obtained more votes than upon any pre-
vious occasion. Four times bas this measure
been presented, and the following figures show
with what results : 35—87—90—124.

We believe there is a strong aad steady ad-
vance here indicated, and the United Kingdom
Alliance taking fresh hope, are prosecuting
their work with increasing diligence and firm-
er resolves. The amerded and curtailed Li-
censing Bill of Mr. Bruce has not been intro-
duced yet, and appearances favcur the suppo-
sition that owing to the lateness of the season
and the immense difficulty of the business, our
Liberal Government will let things alone for
another year and give the unholy traffic another
breathing spell and new time to work its dread-
tul mission of sin,pauperization and death. The
efforts of Temperance Reformers are paralysed
by the dreadful number of licensed bouses, and
the ease with which they evade the Laws, and
spread their snares to entrap the working class,
.| and the young.

The Rev. C. Vandusen was that y re-
ceived on trial, and your old friend Rev.
Evans, D.D., was that year received into
full connexion. Another minister attends
this Conterence, who when he received his
first appointment in Canada, there were ouly
17 ministers in the entire Church, now there
are about 600.
When the Conference was held in Belle-
ville in 1830, the total number of ministers
in attendance did not amount to 50, now,
not less than 350 names are on the billets,
and no doubt, in the course of a few days,
there will be 50, or perhaps 100 more in
attendance, so that the appearance of the
venerable assembly in this its 48th gather-
ing will be of the most imposing nature. At
the time of the first Conference in Belleville,
the number of members in the Church, was
11.343, while now it exceeds 63,000. The
first Conference met in a small frame church,
which has long since passed away, but, the
present Conference, meets in one of the
most substantial and spacious edifices, to be
found in the Province of Oatario.
There are many topics of iuterest belong-
ing to the locality in which the Conference
is now assembled. Not far from here, the
first class was formed, and the first church
was erected, but this was before Belleville
had come into existeace. In thisneighbor-
hood too, those notable prisoners, the N. E.
Loyalists came into the wilderness to make
for themselves and families a home. Here
Methodism has gained a position second to
that of no other denomination. Numerous
churches have been erected, and a large
number of people have been gathered into
the fold of Christ. The work of church
building makes rapid progress. On Sab-
bath, June 4th, the President of the Con-
ference dedicated a neat church in a small
settlement 14 miles north frcm Belleville,
but, as it was kuown that the attendance
would be immense, the President preached
in a grove, after he had conducted the dedi-
catory services in the church. There were
more than 1000 present. On Tuesday fol-
lowing the honored President laid the cor-
ner stones of two other churches south east
of Belleville. The said churches, areabout
2 miles apart, and a joint service was held
which was attended by about 2,000 persons.

The présent Conference will no doubt be
oge of the most important that has ever
been held in Canada. Some grave ques-
tions will be brought up for discussion,
among which will be, Methodist Union.
Much has been said and written on this vital
question, and we would fain hope, that the
steps already taken will lead to still further
conclusions which may even finally bring
about an amalgamation of some, if not all
the divisions which unhappily prevail inthe
Methodist church.

The appearance ot the present Confer-
ence is very pleasing. There is a vast pre-
ponderance of youog men, leading one to
exclaim, * Your fathers, where are they 7’
Every year we miss some well known faces
from our ranks, some fall in the field of ac-
tion, and others retire enfeebled with age.

The President is punctual to the minute,
and no matter how few be present at the
time appointed he begins, and from his well
known character as being expert in the de-
spatch of business, we anticipate that we
will get through much earlier than we other-
wise should do.

When the roll was called the first day no
less than 260 answered to their names. The
address of the President on being again de-
clared to be duly elected was one of the best
we ever heard him deliver. Let your rea-
ders judge from the following :

PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

The President, under deep emotion, said :—
Honored Fathers and Brethren: I receive this
renewed token of your confidence and affection
with thankfulness. I value this assurance of
your esteem, and I have a right to value it;
and no right-minded man is entirely destitute
of the love of approbation, and cannot be
wholly indifferent to the opinion of good men.
This I do know, that [ have striven to do my
duty, and as for the human sympathy and belp,
of which I have been the subject, it has in-
creased my purpose to faithtully discharge
every duty to God and man. The review of
the year will show that to a large extent the
good hand of our God has been upon us for
good.

I need not scarcely remind you that to my-
selt this has been a most eventful year. It I
so far unlock my heart, as to advert but for a
moment to the Great Sorrow that has shadowed
it, it would be only to express my thankfulness
to God, in the presence of my brethren, for the
helpful sympathy which has flowed in upon me,
like a loving river in full tide. 1 cherish
special thanktulness for God's grace which has
subdued early feeling of rebellion, and has
enabled me, though with a sword in my heart,
to work and witness for Him. The year has
afforded enlarged experience resulting from
extensive travel. I trust that my visit to the
Far West has not been without some residuum
of benefit to the church whose messenger I
bave been. It will be my own fault, and be-
cause I am slow of heart to receive impres-
sions of improvement, if I have not returned a
wiser and a better man. I feel a more whole-
some love of the pure morality of the Gospel.
I have seen the monstrous evils which arise
trom the perverted moral sense of those who
bave grafted strange doctrines upon it, and I
have learnt to prize more the blessings of a
living Christianity. I have seen both refined
and nude paganisms as they are; I have a
firmer faith in the old Gospel, and the great
missionary work of the Churches. I have seen
the worst paganism in its most besotted and
unworthy forms, and I have seen their victims
rescued and saved.

Dear Brethren, I bave looked forward to this
Conference with solicitude and prayer. Grave
questions will be brought before you, requiring
unusual kindness and unusual wisdom. Chief-
est among these is that of the Methodist Urion.
I would remind you that Committees have met
during the year and conferred about this mat-
ter, and that some report of their conversations
will be laid before you. There are some, I
dare say, who will deem the whole thing pre-
mature, if not impracticable, and they may
think their views confirmed by the significant
inaction of others. I would venture respect-
fully to counsel you to give their proposal calm,
dispassionate, thorough and prayerful consider-
ation. They were divine lips from which sup-
plication breathed that ‘‘ they may all be one,
as Thou Father art in me, and I in Thee.” It

1t there are any who are mistaking utterly our
filial relations, who deem because we are sons
we are slaves, let us while prizing none the less
fatherly affection and counsel, by our manly ac-
tion affirm and vindicate our freedom.

As to the conduct of the Conference, I have
but o ask you to repeat the loving history of
recent Conferences, and yet more abundantly.
Help me to do the business promptly and skill-
tully, as you all know how ; help me by respect
for each other's motives and tolerance of each
other’s views; help me by punctuality in the
beginning of the sessions, and by constancy of
attention to the end ; help me by timely counsel
when you can throw light upon a subject, and
by judicious reticence when you have nothing
to say. Pray with me for divine unction in all
our public services—for large bestowments of
wisdom from above—for divine baptisms of the
Holy Ghost upon us all, so that we may retire
trom this Conference as from the upper room,
with memories of the rushing wind and of the
cloven tongues of flame.

The President selected Rev. G. R.
Sanderson as his Co-Delegate which was
acknowledged in due form. The Assistant
Secretaries were appointed and various Re-
porters, and Committees were elected, after
which the hours of meeting and adjourn-
ment were named. At noon, the Confer-
ence Prayer meeting was held for one hour,
which was a time of great spiritual power,
and on the evening, the Conference Sacra-
mental service was held, when most of the
ministers and several other friends partook
of the sacred emblems of the Saviour’s bro-
ken body and shed blood. There could not
be less than 500 communicants, as pearly
a gallon of wine was consumed. The ad-
dress of the Ex-President, Rev. J. Elliott
at the opening, and the addeess of the Pre-
sident at the close, will long be remember-
ed as most appropriate and deeply interest-
ing.

Dear Mg. Epiror,—The brethren of
this District assembled in the first session
of their annual meeting at St. John’s, on
Thursday, 25th May. They took advan-
tage of my absence, to impose upon me the
duty of writing a line or two for the Pro-
vincial Wesleyan. When 1 was made
aware of this fact, the first feeling that rose
in my heart was one of rebellion against
¢ the powers.” But after turning the mat-
ter over in my mind a few times, I arrived
at a better state of feeling. As an obedi-
ent son, I will mark down a few leading
District items for publication.

The majority of the brethren were at
hand when the roll was called to answer to
their names. Four, viz., Rev. Messrs.
Duke, Pascoe, Cranford acd Pickles, had
not reported themselves, when the District
rose. It was supposed that the great high
way, from the stations where those brethren
are laboring, was blocked by a wall of hy-
perboran ice. Daring our sessions we
were favored by the presence and counsel
of Rev. T. Angwin, who some forty years
ago commenced his labors as a missionary
on the shores of this island. The presence
of our venerable father wag a source of
great pleasure to the members of the meet-
ing. And evidently while one and another
ot the fields of his earliest toil were passing
under review, his ¢art was cheered, and
he was led to *‘thank God.”

On the whole the religious state of our
different churches was found to be healthy.
During the year some of the circuits have
been favored with times of refreshing.
Backslidérs have been restored, sinners con-
verted, and the work of the Lord has pros-
pered in the hands of his servants. From
two or three different parts of the island, a
very earnest and affecting cry for help was
addressed to the meeting. If we do not
take advantage of the doors that are open,
and the fields that are white to the harvest,
it is highly probable that the agents of oth-
er societies will. This perhaps would be a
matter of little consequence, if these agents
carried with them an open Bible, and a pure
gospel. But alas! for fish they will give
the people a scorpion

Sabbath school work occupied the ear-
nest attention of the Board for several hours.
Many of our schools are numerously attend-
ed, well conducted, and are undonbtedly
producing blessed effects. Others again
are feeble, have to struggle against numer-
ous difficulties, and are kept alive amid
many discouragements. A, scheme which
coutemplates the union of all our Sabbath
schools, and which, I believe had its origin
in the pure and thoughtful mind of a broth-
er beloved, who now sleeps in Jesus was
again discussed.
