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LAKE ONTARIO.
BLACK CREEK.

This creek opens into South Bay, Prince Edward County, six miles from the
village of Milford.

This creek has been examined with a view to the determination of the work
necessary for its improvement, (Appendix 5, page 34.)

PICTON.
On the Bay of Quinte—40 miles west of Kingston.

The entrance to the Harbour has been improved by the removal of an oid dock on
the west side, and by generally deepening and widening the channel. (A ppendix 5,
page 36.) -

BELLEVILLE.
On the Bay of Quinte—48 miles west of Kingston.

The shoal at the entrance has been dredged and the eastern arm dcepened to
the'rock. (Appendix 5, page 35.)

TRENTON,

At the head of the Bay of Quinte—860 miles from Kingston and 12 miles from
Belleville.

Dredging has been continued to obtain a sufficient entrance channel. (Appendix
5, page 35.)

WELLER'S BAY.
In the County of Prince Edward.

A survey of these waters has been made. (Appendix 5, page 35.)

PICKERING.
Hormerly called Frenchman’s Bay—21 miles east of Toronto.

The western pier has heen lengthened 60 feet and the channel betwcn the pier#
deepened to 11 feet at low water. (Appendix 5, page 35.)

TORONTO.

The dredging of the western entrance was continued during the season of 1878
and resumed at the opening of the navigation. It will be continued during the
geason until the appropriation made by Parliament is expended.
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
