Documents Distorted to Secure
Conviction in Austria

VICTIM CZECH ,LEADER

Court-martial Convicted of Delib-
erate Use of Forgery

LLONDON, Telegrams from Vienna
to the German newspapers annoumce
that the well kmown Czech leader in
the Awustrian Reichsrath, Dr. Kram-
arzh, and three other prominent
Czechs have been condemned Dby
court-martial to be hanged. These
facts have already been cabled, but
the details are worthy of note.

Dr. Kramurzh was arrested om a
charge of high- treason at Prague ‘in
April, 1915. The trial began on De-
cember 6, and has thus lasted six
months. Its result was a foregone con-
clusion, because Dr. Kramarzh had al-
ways been a resolute opponent of the
Austro-German alliance and had con-
stantly advocated close agreement be-c
tween Austria-Hungary and Russia.
In other words, he was one of the
most powerful opponents of the grad-
ual absorption of the Hapsburg mon-
archy by Germany.

The Vienna correspondent of
Itamburg Fremdenblat{ writing on
May 3, before the announcement of
the sentence, said that “but for the
limitation of publicity necessitated by
the war the Kramarzh trial would
have attracted as much attenticn as
the Dreyfus affair.”

‘The Paris correspondent of the
Times dreéw attention to one of the
methods employed by the Austrian mi-
litary authorities to secure a condem-
nation. They found among Dr. Kra-
marzh’s papers a copy of a letter he
had written before the war to Prince
Thun, then Lord Lieutenant of Bo-
hemia, on the policy of Austria to-
wards_ the Slavs. In translating it
for the use of the court-martial
text was falsified so that it
serve as proqf of high
On the demand of Dr. Kramarzh
Prince Thun however, produced the
original letter and convicted the court
martial of deliberate use of forgery.

It is interestinz to recall the fact
that the political career of Dr. Kra-
marzh was due to the decision of the
Young Czech party in 1879 to adopt
a loyal and constitutional policy. In
1870 Emperor Francis Joseph had
promised autonomy to Bohemia and
had made known his intention of be-
ing crowned King of Bohemia at
Prague. Bismarck, Beust (then Au-
trian Imperial Chancellor) and An-
drassy (then Hungarian premier)
joined hands to compel the Emperor
tc break his word.

The Old Czech party, led by Dr.
Rieger, thereupon decided that in sign
of protest the Czechs would no longer
scnd representatives to the Imperial
Parliament., But in 1879 the Emper-
or's friend Count Taaffe, then Austri-
an  Premier, persuaded the Young
Czechs to return to political life. Dr.
Kramarzh ‘was one of their Neaders.
From 1880 until the outbreak of the
war, he played a prominet part In
Austro-Hungarian politics, and was at
one time Vice-president of the Cham-
beer.

Though a strong Slavophil,
mained patriotically Austrianp and fa-
vored an internal policy that should
give to the Austrian Slavg their due
share of influence in home and for-
eign affairs. On one occasion he called
for cheers for Emperor Francis Jeseph
at a Slavophil congress in Russia. His
methods were always considered con-
stitutional, never revolutionary.

THE TERRIFIC BRITISH FIRE
CONTINUED FOR SIX DAYS

(‘on(entratcd Bombardment Over the Ninety-mile Front in North-
) ern France Proves That Allies have Completely Overcome their
Initial Munitions Handicap—Fire is Increasing in Intensity—
Troeps Elated at New Development

(By W. A, Willison, Staff Corres-
pondent of Toronto Daily News ia
Great Britain.

* LONDON,. June 29—For the first
time since the commence of the world
war we find on the British front a per-
sistent, concentrated artillery fire,
directed not solely to certain salients
and sectors, but distributed over
ninety miles of front, lasting not one
or two days, but ma:mtained practic-
ally continuously for six days. Fur-
ther, the artillery fire is increasing im
intensity to such an extent that eye-
witnesses at the frcnt report a vil-
lage, inhabited twenty-four hours ago
has now been wiped completely out of
existence. No more striking testi-
mony cf the victory which the Brit-
(sh worshops "are winningz for the
soldiers in the field can be provided
than this deadly proof that on the
Western front the Allies at last have
completely overcome the munitions
handicap which so long
them_in decisive operations.

The Allies’ resources, determina-
tion and organiziﬁén are slowly tri-
umphing over the cnemy's forty years
of preparation. ¥our corre:pondent’s
recent messages, emphasizing the
optimism of the Allies’ forces on the
Western front, are echoed in The
Times today, which says editorially:
“We may truly sdy that the spirit of
the Allies was mever higher thanp at
this moment. They have never grown
faint-hearted or doubted for an in-
stant the outcome of the war, but they
were never before filled with such
elation as tcday. We cap still see de-
termination in the ranks of the enemy,
but after nearly two years’ war thn
Allies are in far better spirits than
the loglons arrayed against them.”

The definite purpose behind the tre-
mendous British artillery activity nat-
urally . remains obscure, but Mr.
Phillip Gibbs, The Daily Chrcnicle’s
correspondent at British Headquart-
ers, defines the design of the artil-
lery’'s work as the simple, terrible
purpose to kill the Germans in large

hampered

numbers and save our own manpower
as much as possible. In carrying out
that object, the work of our guns al-
ready has been terribly destructive,
working havoc in the enemy trenches,
destroying his batteries and breaking
down his defcnsive works along the
whole front.

. The whole country thunders with
the roar of the guns with the circult
of the horizon seemingly in cruption
and the more or less comlinuous noise
of hurling shells overhead at times
almost deafening.” ’_The Germang re-
ply to date is reported more or less
ineffective, except for short intervals
and at isolated places. Mr. Gibbs,
describing the sight from an eleva-
ticn not far fromm which he could see
the country from Thicpval to LaBois-
elle and away to Fricourt, sayvs:
“Shells were bursting continuou:ly,
with whilte clouds from shrapnel and
black clouds from high
The high explosives tore up the
ground and raised columns of black
smoke which stood stalwart like tall
(trees in full leaf, black aga‘nst the
sun. In less than half an hour I reck-
oned that 500 shells had fallen over
Thiepval. But that was only one
place. All along the German line cur
shells were bursting. LaBoiselle was
being slashed with fire. Above Fri-
court there was the continual flash of
bursting shells through smoke which
shrouded it.”

From personal observation, sup-
ported by information received from
various sources, he testifies to the un-
questioned destructive eifect of cur
‘guns and the success of the gunners
'in achieving their main objeets, which.
in addition to those enumerated above
‘b\ your correspondent, include bring-
ing down the enemy’s observation bal-
loons, reaching hisimen in gnd beyond
communication treches, billets, and
rest camps, and destroying his lines
of communication, and generally caus-
ing the greafest possible destruction
to his offensive power over a wide
area.
