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THE SITUATION

The Italians continue to do splen-
didly in their drive towards Trieste,
the most important seaport of‘the
Austrian Monarchy, and the most
considerable trading town on the
Adriatic. On Saturday and Sunday
Gen. Cadorna’s forces stormed the
second lineg of the enemy defenses
in the rocky hills of the Carso pla-
teau and took many important pos-
itions. Prisoners taken totalled
nearly five thousand. Austrian as-
saults to the North were all suc-
cessfully repulsed. British monitors
with big guns are in the Gulf of
Trieste and pounding the defences.

Tremendous artillery duels con-|.

tinue to rage in the western arena.
On the French front the Huns made
three fierce attacks in an effort to
recover lost ground but all of them
were suceessfully repelled with tre-
mendous losses to the foe. The
British troops have slightly improv-
ed their position near the Arras-
Cambrai road.

British, French and Belgian air
machines bombed German defenses
on the Belgian coast with goed re-
sults.

The Huns continue their fright-
fulness. They have declared. their
intention to sink all hospital ships
in the ‘“barred zone” and in Bel-
gium have intensified their reign of
terror impossible though such a
thing might seem. Each day they
are confirming their right to the
title of Bosches, or beasts.

Nothing new has been reported
from Russia, but the opinion is
gaining ground that the country is
to all intents and purposes out bf
the fray as far as any adequate
support to the allies is concerned.
Internal troubles threaten afid the
benefit which might have resulted

from a--Republic. are. .each. day. ber

coming more and more jeopardized.

A census bureau estimate at
Washington classifies ‘more than ten
million men within the military
draft age—5,372,400 single and

545,900 married.

At a demonstration in Hyde Park
on Sunday of thousands of members
of the “Britiqh Workers League,” it
was unanimously decided to declare
for a continuation of the war until
the Empire is freed from the Ger-
man menace,

AFFAIRS AT OTTAWA

There is tense feeling in Ottawa
these days especially among the Lib-
eral members. They do not know
where Sir Wilfrid Laurier is at dur-
ing this period of crisis and if he
knows himself he has given no sign.
His French Canadian followers are at
his heels on behalf of the demand for
a referendum on conscription and
many ‘of his supporters from the
West, Ontario and other provinces
think that he should take a manly
course and back Sir Robert Borden’s
proposals without any more palaver-
ing. Meanwhile the ‘“Vive Laurier”
crowd in Quebec are acting in a way
which should call for martial law.
Sir Wilfrid is apparently thinking
more of the political game at this
period than of the Empire.

The Premier is understood to bhe
considering changes in the cabinet.
Not that he is faced with any crisis
for, as always, he has matters well in
hand, but that ne Thinks some aiter-
ations in the personnel might
strengthen the front ministerial line.
The public will rest secure-in- the
confidence that whatever move he
may make will be with the single and
the clear-eyed purpose of seeing that
Canada continues to do her very
best. There has never been any
doubt as to where he stands and in
this respect his straightforward at-
titude presents a pleasing and strik-
ing contrast to the nebulous and
middle course tactics of Sir Wilfrid.
