The ma ke-up and tastes of the peo-

In these trust-ridden days it be- 
hooves us to cast our eyes abroad for 
markets —but, above all, it is our 
bounden duty to study our neighbors’ 
actual condition, so that we may not 
only know that New Brunswick is 
not “ad joining” British Columbia, but 
know, too, that Canada is a lusty 
country filled with indomitable sons, 
loyal to their King, and eager for a 
battle royal in the industrial mar­
kets of the world. »

The following, from the pen of A. 
T. Macdonald, formerly editor of the 
Banner, appears in the Washington 
Times of Sept. 28 :

There is no doubt whatever as to 
the appalling ignorance of our peo­
ple generally regarding the extent 
and resources of the great Dominion 
to the north of us. We are so apt, in 
our own self-complacency, to forget 
that Canada is not fairly entitled to 
the libelous statements of the ex­
tremists who speak of "the frozen 
‘north,” and we are too prone to be- 
lieve that Rudyard Kipling knew 
what be was talking about when he 
alluded to the colonial empire’s mis­
tress as “Our Lady of the Snows."

But let us not forget that to the 
great northwest of that marvelous 
country thousands upon thousands of 
our people are "trekking," as Cy 
Warman calls this migration, to the 
Canadian farm lands.

Let us not forget, too, that Can­
ada's waterways are superior to ours, 
that Canadian men are crowding the 
lakes with Canadian-made boats, and 
that in the new Ontario there is now 
in progress a development such as 
no section of this country bas ever 
seen.

And so when we speak of Canada 
let us remember that the tide has 
set in from here to there, and our 
sons and our daughters are peopling 
her west—for 60,000 went from Ne­
braska, Minnesota, and the Dakotas 
this year.

And let us remember, too, that 
Canada’s greatest mines are her un­
discovered mines, that her greatest 
tracts of arable land are still virgin, 
that her timber reserves are protect­
ed and of such vast area that figures 
are appalling-in that they surprise 
us and make us, wonder at our own 
ignorance. .

Do not let us forget, too, that in 
our neighbor's land crépies meet their 
just punishment and divorces are 
practically unknown.

Only a few weeks ago a cabinet 
minister was criticised for spending 
$40,000 in a search for murderers 
of two Americans in the Yukon. His 
answer was: "This government will 
spend 840.000, and $400,000, if neces- 
sary, in enforcing the laws of this 
land. Americans are entitled to the 
protection of our laws if they obey 
our la ws." , .,

In the Dominion of Canada is locat­
ed three-fourths of the productive 
soil of North America. It is as yet 
only scratched. This year s crops 
aggregating 50,000,000 bushels are be- 
ing harvested.,

Canada may not have 65,000.000 or 
70,000,000, but the 5,500,000 within her 
borders are proud of their country, 
of its government, and of its pros- 
pacts, and have every reason for be­
ing so.Our trade with Canada is our most 
profitable trade, and this in spite of 
tariff laws dictated too often by

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company of a young boy, but a search 
of the surrounding country failed to 
show any trace of her.

While searching for evidence. Chief 
English discovered some fresh sand on 
the black muck at the back of the 
blacksmith shop. He determined to 
push his investigation and made a 
visit to the shop at nine o’clock last 
night. On farcing their way in they 
were surprised to find Beck there. He 
seemed badly frightened, and said he 
thought they were burglars. He gave 
no reason for b?ing in the shop at 
that hour, however.

On digging beneath the steps the of- 
focers soon came upon the body of the 
child. It was doubled up and the head 
was down at least two and a half 
feet. The child had been choked to 
death after being assaulted. Beck is 
held on a charge of murder in the first 
degree.

The coroner’s jury adjourned until 
this afternoon when they will investi­
gate further.

CANADIAN 
PACIFICjealousies.

For the eleven months ending May 
31, 1902, the report of the Canadian 
department of trade and commerce 
is out. In the eleven months re- 
ferred to the export of home products 
from Canada were valued at 8172,- 
925 945, a trade which represented 
an increase of $17,500,000, or approxi­
mately 10 per cent, over that of the 
same eleven months of the preceding 
fiscal year. The imports during the 
first eleven months of this year are 
valued at 8175,728,000, representing in 
this respect a gain over the year 

I previous substantially the same as 
|that made in the export trade.

Hence the balance of trade was 
small, and is usually in our favor, 
as Canada has large areas of rich la nd 
in process of location and develop- 
ment. During the term referred to 
the exports of Canadian products for 
the United States increased only a 
few hundred thousand dollars, while 
the value of Canadian products sold 
in Great Britain increased compared 
with the previous year, by more than

New York, Oct.2.—The body of 

Jennie Larsen, a young Danish wo- 
man. 20 years old, was found in the 
apartment of Louis Appleord on the 
third floor of a tenement in Harlem 
yesterday She bad been dead for 
days, according to a medical expert; 
the body was mutilated and much 
decomposed, and gas filled the room 
where it was found.'

Despite the gas and stench which 
first revealed the tragedy. Appleord. 
in a diseased mental condition, was 
in the room when it was entered by 
police. . .The woman’s abdomen had been 
gashed in several places. Appleord 
was arrested He said the young 
woman was his niece. He had caused 
her to come from Denmark 10 days 
ago, be said, to be his housekeeper.

Appleord is 53 years old, and a con- 
doctor on a line of horse car*.

Coroner Scholer’s opinion is that the 
girl was strangled to death. He did 
not believe a criminal operation had 
been ( performed Appleord, when 
questioned by the police, would say 
little except that he had turned on 
the gas in the room for the purpose 
of committing suicide.
