To-day—the 550th day of the Rus-
slan-Japanese war and the third day
of the peace conference—the cost of
war to Japan is officially estimated to
this date to be $650,000,000.

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 11.—Reim-
butrsement for the expenses sustained
in the prosecution of the war and the
cession of the Island of Sakhalin con-
stitute the main features of the peace
conditions handed by Baron Komura to
M. Witte at the conclusion of yester-
day morning’s session of ‘the plenipo-
tentiazies here. The word “indemnity”
is carefully avoided, the'term employ-
ed being “reimbursement” for the cost
of the war. No sum 1is fixed, the
amount being distinctly adjourned for
mutual adjustment between the two
countries after the Japanese expendi-
ture has been ascertained. These are
the two all-important conditions, and
thone which the Russian plenipoten-
tiaries finds absolutely unacceptable.

Unaceeptable as they are, however,
it can be stated that these two princi-
pal conditions did not come as a sur-
prise to the Russian plenipotentiaries.
The friendly fashion in which Baron
Komura explained the conditions be-
fore handing them to M. Witte, and
the avoidance of the use of the word
“indemnity” in the presentation of the
Japanese bill for the cost of the war
without fixing a sum leaves .the way
open for negotiation and constitutes
the main Hope that a final agreement
is possible. . Certainly the danger of a
sudden rupture, no matter what the
uliimate result may be is precluded by
yesterday’'s developments,

As Expected.

The other terms are substantially
what the world expected, and with one
or perhaps two exceptions, could prob-
ably be entertained as bases for nego-
tiations. They include the following:

The cession of the Russian leases to
the Liaotung Peninsula, comprising
Port Arthur and Dalny, the evacua-
fion of the entire, Provincs of Man-
churia, the retrocession o China of
any privileges Russia may have in the
Province, and the recognition by Rus-
sia of the principle of the “open door,”
the cession to Japan of the Chinese
Eda8tern Railway below Harbin, the
main line through Northern Manchuria
to Vladivostock to remain Rugsian pro-
perty, the recognition of the Japaness
protectorate over Corea, the grant of
fishing rights to Japan in the waters
of the Siberian littoral northward from
Vladivostock to the Behring Sea; the
relinquishment to Japan of the Russian
warships interned in neutral ports, and
finally a limitation upon the mnaval
strength of Russia in Far Eastern wat-
ers.
