was sworn out against George E. Bris­
tol and H. C. Beckett, charging them 
and others of the Canada Grocers, 
Limited, with combining to keep up the 
prices of starch, sugar and other com­
modities to prevent competition in the 
same articles.

Crown Attorney S. F. Washington, 
K.C., and Sheriff's Officer Stewart 
went to the company’s office during the 
afternoon, armed with a search war­
rant to look for documents. They then 
went to the office of W. H. Gillard & 
Co. to search for books and documents. 
The Crown-Attorney secured some 
documents, but said he had not ex­
amined them.
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BOR terms to the death.
Robert H. Warden was the son of 

Alexander J. Warden, F. S. A., of Dun­
dee, Scotland, and was born in Dundee 
on Jan. 4. 1841, and was thus tn his 
65th year. He received his prelimin­
ary education at Madras College, and 
coming to Canada he entered Knox 
College, from which he graduated in 
1866. His first charge was at Both­
well. Where he remained for eight years. 
In 1874 he accepted the agency of 
Knox College, and in 1875 went from 
Toronto to Montreal as an agent of 
the church. Later he became secretary 
of the French evangelistic work and 
treasurer of the Presbyterian College, 
from which he received the degree of 
D. D. He was first secretary and lat­
er convenor of the home mission com­
mittee of the Presbyterian Church. Dr. 
Warden was also secretary of the aug­
mentation fund and governing director 
of the Presbyterian Ladies’ College at 
Ottawa. For a number of years he 
was editor of The Presbyterian Record 
On the retirement of Rev. Dr. Reid, in 
1895, from the office of general agent 
of the Presbyterian Church, Dr. War­
den was elected to the office, and in 
1896 formally accepted the position. In 
1901, at the General Assembly in Ot­
tawa, Dr. Warden received the office 
of moderator. His aptitude for finan­
cial affairs in connection with church 
work had its crowning achievement in 
the management of the century fund.

Not since 1875 did he have a charge 
of his own, his executive and financial 
ability enabling him to serve his church 
in the direction these talents fitted him 
for.

His place was as an administrator 
rather than a shepherd, and his finest 
orational effort was made in the Gen­
eral Assembly, when he moved that 
the Century Fund be established. The 
idea was received somewhat dubiously, 
but when he sat down after delivering 
a most telling argument in its favor 
the assembly was convinced of the 
feasibility of the scheme. The result 
proved the soundness of his reasoning. 
Under his guiding hand the fund grew 
like a rolling snowball until it reached 
the splendid figure of one hundred and 
a half millions.

He became generally recognized as 
an authority in financial matters, and 
refused many tempting offers for the 
sake of his church. He was, how-
