EXECUTION OF GALLIAN.

• Gallian, the Gloucester murderer, was 
hanged on Thursday morning at 8 o’clock. 
Previous to his execution he confessed his 
guilt, but blnmod Paulin’s wife for urging 
him to the deed.

A special telegram to the AW* gives the 
following particulars :—

Gallian ate his meals as usual. Both yes­
terday and this morning he partook of a 
hearty breakfast. He slept soundly during 
the night, praying earnestly before he fell 
asleep.

When the mol attendant visited his cell 
this morning, he exclaimed—“ this is going 
to be a solemn day for me ?" \

The Sheriff amL Hon stable entered Gallian's 
cell, and after waitm6 * few moments for the 
close of the solemn serrifleyplaced the black 
cap on his head and his wrists in the hand­
cuffs.

The prisoner then, followed by the Clergy 
and Sheriff, walked with a firm step from 
the cell,.calling out in a loud voice, “ Mon 
Pere Miséricorde” (My Father, have mercy) 
several times. As he ascended the scaffold 
he asked ' those present to pai don him, and 
then asked forgiveness from God, repeating 
in a voice pregnant with earnestness and re­
morse the words after the Rev. Mr. Pelletier.

THE EXECUTION.
The Sheriff then drew the p*p over his 

eyes, and placed the rope around his neck, 
asking that order anri stillness be maintained 
on this solemn occasion,

Entering the gaol, he cut the rope which 
supported the drop, and Galjian fell with a 
low thud, his body suspended motionless for 
over a minute, and then he began to writhe 
and struggle in his agony, his body twitching 
for several minutes, after which, at intervals, 
there was a slight spasmodic movement. In 
about twenty minutes life was extinct. The 
body was allowed to hang for more than half 
an hour, and was then placed in the coffin in 
his cell.

The prisoner was dressed in a white shirt, 
black tie and pants.

Aboqt thirty or forty of the principal per­
sons in thfl to WO witnessed the execution.

There were about 100 persons outside, the 
early hour preventing a larger gathering. A 
wall about 15 feet high enclosed the scaffold, 
which was ereced at the gaol door, ami'shut 
out all observation from the outside.

A number of women lingered around the 
outskirts of the crowd, The utmost order 
prevailed, and Sheriff V*iJ, wbo WM very 
unwell and visibly affected, performed the 
duties incident to hi# unpleasant office with 
great efficiency,Teoeiving valuable assistance 
from his deputy, Mr. Cable,
