MR. SLOAN’S ADDRESS.
An earnest and deeply interested eon- 

(regation attended the evening service in 
>nternary Methodist Ohureh. Mr. Sloan 

xvas the speaker, and in an iroprensivç 
way held the attention of his audience 
from start to finish. Speaking of the 
faith of Mose* a* described by Paul in 
tJ1<L!?ev*nth cha.Pter of h*s epistle to the 
Hebrew*, he said there were people to- 
day xx ho were no* sure whether Mo»es ever 
existed or not. Moses xvas a man of an^ 
oient time», who had the capacity to 
create character, and who lived hb life 
by faith in God. History, the speaker 
said, was far more wonderful than fic­
tion. Fiction utterly failed to describe 
the real faith of Moe?s, who xvas one of 
the greatest men who ever lived. The 
life of Moses stood out in the background 
of history, and his influence xvas still po­
tent in the world to-day. The legislation 
of Moses was the legislation of nearly 
all the present "day nations. The speaker 
had heard some people very foolishly sa>- 
that religion xvas only meant for children 
and elderly people. They did not know 
that the true religion xx-as the -power and 
grace of the living Gcd coming into the 
human mind, it xx-as only wlien Moses 
had arrived at years of discretion and 
xx-as able to judge the situation fairlv 
that the gre*t crisis of his life came, ft 
was a great trial for him to refuse the 
offer to become Pharaoh’s son-in-laxv, 
and perhaps Egypt's future ruler, but 
because of his faith he had conquered, 
and was enabled to refuse the pleasures 
of sin xvhich Pharaoh offered to him. In 
referring to these pleasures Mr. Sloan 
said they xvere the same now a* thev 
were in the time of Moses. He would 
not mention a whole catalogue of them, 
which he could easily do. but would sav 
that all pleasures that left God out wen- 
wrong, no matter hoxv pure they were 
said to be. If a person xvould not dare 
to ask God’s presence into these plea­
sures they could not he pure. All such 
pleasures haxe an ending, and xvhat 
would be the feelings of those xvho par­
took of them when they have to stand in 
their Creator’s presence? Moses, the 
speaker said, was not hi foolish as to 
leax-e God out of his choice, ami, al­
though he had to bear the same reproach 
as Christ in later rears did. he was bound 
to share in that celestia.1 glory which 
was to come. The faith of Moses wax 
built upon the revelation which God had 
sent him. The generation to-day had all 
the revelation that God can give under 
present conditions, but the reveliut-ion* 
gixen to Moses were simply a shadow et j 
these that xvere contained" in the Bible. 
Only through the influence of the Holv ! 
Spirit could the eyes be opened to these | 
revelations. and to see Him who is invis­
ible, by whose grace the life of failli 
could be lived, and. after death, the life

REV. G EU. LITCHFIELD.
The attendance at the services last 

evening in the Church of Ascension to 
hear Rev. George Litchfield, vicar of 
Southsea. was large, and the message 
the speaker had xvas forcibly sent home. 
Before commencing his sermon lie ex­
tended an invitation those present to 
attend the meetings during the week, 
a* they afforded an opportunity to gath­
er together to seek closer felloxvship 
with God. and to lie more conformed to 
Jesus Christ. He expressed his regret 
at having to leave on Thursday for 
Winnipeg.

He selected his text from John v., 40, 
“And ye will not come to me, that ye 
might have life."

Christ eame to be a light to the world, 
and was crucified for it. The judgment 
day xvould be for the gathering ill of 
the seed of life. Without free will there 
could not be purity or vice. The aver­
age man was proud of liis will power, 
but should be brought to see the part it 
should take in the betterment of his 
Christian life. Numerous men and wo­
men neglected to do so. anil consequent­
ly the farther they drifted axvay from 
Christ the more opposed to Him the)' 
became. “Now, let us reason together,” 
were words in the Bible which command­
ed special attention. Tlic power of 
choice was so plain that no man could 
mistake it. Not a single <lay in the av­
erage man's career passed but he ws* 
compelled to make some rhoice xvhich 
would affect him. They were known as 
the turning points in his. life and were 
merely forerunners of the greater turn­
ing points in store for him.

LAUNDRY BAG.
Take a piece of linen about twice the 

size of a common laundry bag, told it 
and scallop it around in light blue or 
pink. Work the monogram in the cen­
tre of the bag.

Work large 
eyelet* about two and one half inches 
from the top of bag and run through 
these a cord to match the work. it 
maeks a useful as well-as dainty gift.

LAVE CURTAINS.
Cut strips of strong, unbleached mus­

lin aliout one and one-half inches wide 
the desired length of curtains. Sew 
strips onto plain edges of curtains with 
a long machine stitch. Pin curtains into 
frame the usual way, and when dry the 
stitching can easily be ripped (while 
still in frame! with sharp ripping knife. 
By this method the curtain edges are 
jierfeetly straight, thus axoiding the 
“points” always made by pinning into 
the edge. The same strips can be used 
year after year. This idea can also be 
utilized in laundering centrepieces on 
xvhich is is difficult to obtain a straight

PLAIN STAINS.
The best xvay is to pour boiling water 

through stained article before washing. 
If this process is neglected, hoxvever, 
then* is another that takes the stains 
out after article has been xvashed. 
Dampen and lay on «ice in refrigerator 
xvith stain next to the ice. It may re­
quire two or three freezings, but is a 
simple and sure way.

FOR IRONS.
Place a piece of a cedar bough upon 

the ironing table and occasionally rub 
the hot iron on the cedar, especially 
xx lieu ironing starched articles, and you 
will be delighted with the ease with 
which you complete your ironing. Any 
kind of cedar will do, but the prickly 
kind seems best. The cedar thus used is 
far more satisfactory than paraffine or 
beeswax or anything else we haxe tried.

SOUTACHE. 
Stretch the embroidered

.inoye all wrinkles. Iron over the braid! 
to smooth it. You will not be pleased 
With the appearance of the linen be­
neath. but turn the garment, lay the 
embroidery upon a double or ‘triple 
thickness of a white Turkiah towel

xvhich will permit the braid to sink into 
its soft surface and the back of the lin­
en. folloxving it with a medium hot iron. 
Iron alll parts perfectly dry, or they will 
wrinkle again and be unattractive. Iron 
embroidered scallops in the same manner 
and clip any loose threads that may es­
cape from scallops or edges. A pair of 
manicure scissors is good for this pur-

Niagara Falls, Nov. 7.—The great 
express robbery of $14.000 in currency 
is still under investigation.

At 4 o'clock this afternoon William 
Dobson came from his boarding house 
to the express office. He is still xveak. 
but was able to xvalk alpne. The 
severity of the attack and the shock 
haxe left their mark, and xvere ap­
parent in his pale, attenuated fea­
tures. Before a dozen detectives and 
express officials he xvent through the 
details of the few minutes during 
which the assault and robbery were 
committed. A detective stood at the 
door to represent the robber who 
stood there last Thursday night. An­
other detectix-e questioned him, and 
the scene xx’ns dramatically repro­
duced in its entirety. Mr. Dobson 
walked to the counter and turn­
ed to meet the questioning detective 
just as he did on Thursday nighte last. 
He xvas asked and answered questions, 
and he stooped to get his delivery 
book in the same manner as he did on 
the night when he received the bloxv 
that knocked him unconscious, and 
the package containing over fourteen 
thousand dollars was stolen. After 
this realistic reproduction of the mur­
derous assault, he went to the Savoy 
Hotel and made an affidaxlt concerning 
the occurrence.

Only when the robbery is thoroughly 
reviexx-ed does the boldness and daring 
of the robbers assume its true pro­
portion. The assault and robbery were 
carried out in less than four minutes. 
Grand Trunk train No. 25, on xvhich 
the money xvas to have been shipped 
is due to depart at 4.56 p. m., and on 
the night of the crime xx-as on time. 
At sixteen minutes to fixe, Bank Mes­
senger W. J. O’Grady left the Imperial 
Bank xvith the package of money. Ho 
was accompanied by Morgan Phem- 
ister, a clerk in the bank, who acted as

O’Grady walked in front 
xvhli the package of hills, and iPhemisted 
followed aobut two feet behind. 
Jii.itn men wove armed xvith revolvers. 
They reached the express office about 
thirteen minutes to live, and about 
three minutes xvere spent in getting 
the money signed for ajid in a short 
conversation xvith Dobson. O'Grady 
says a man lie did not know xvas in the 
office using the telephone, also an ex­
press messenger. The bank messenger 
left the express office about nine 
minutes to five, and as he xvalked axxray 
the train xvas coming over the bridge 
and express men xvere working around 
the building. In the four minutes be­
tween his departure and the Arrival of 
the train young Dobson xvas stunned 
and his assailant jumped over the 
courier and got axvay xvith the money. 
The thieves must have watched and en­
tiled the office immediately after the 
departure of the bankr>)nessengers.

The officials of the company feel con­
fident Hint- the arrest of the perpetra­
tors of the robbery is onlv a matter of 
time. The detectives will not say so 
much. Superintendent Edward Allen, of 
Toronto, says the ultimate arrest of the 
erooks is certain, and General Manager 
I’.ryee says that thev will not desist 
from the search for the thieves.
