Ira Karo Slippery Than Glass.
Ice has the property—peculiar to bodies 

which expand on freezing—of liquefying 
under pressure and eoUdlfÿng again when 
the pressure has been removed. Conse­
quently the weight of any body moving 
upon a sheet of toe causes the formation of 
a thin layer of water which separatee it 
from the ice, end thus, by reducing the 
friction to e, minimum, enables it to move 
smoothly over the surface—L e., makes
the loe more “slippery.” On glass, on the 
contrary, tills liquid medium is wanting,
•o that the twosolld and unyielding bodies 
come into actual physical contact, causing 
a friction which, in spite of the smooth­
ness of the glass, considerably retards the 
motion of the body. It two smooth sheet» 
ef glass be taken and a few drops of water 
sprinkled over the one and the other placed 
above it, a thin layer of water will be 
formed, and until this layer has been 
pressed out the upper glass will move on ,j 
the other as smoothly as if on loe.
