Powerful addresses by two London 
Methodist clergy. Rev. (Capt.) John 
Garbutt of Dundas Centre and Rev. 
I. F. Reycraft of the First Methodist 
Church, Tuesday afternoon, in Wes­
ley Hall, concluded one of the most 
successful meetings of the London 
Methodist District.

Over two hundred delegates, rep­
resenting all churches of the district, 
were present at the missionary ban­
quet given by the Epworth League of 
the First Methodist Church at noon, 
when Dr. C. E. Manning, secretary 
of the home missionary department 
of the Methodist Church was the 
speaker.

The only item of business con­
ducted during the afternoon session 
was the announcement of the annual 
conference allotment funds.

Read by Rev. S. Judson Kelly of 
Colborne Street Church, financial sec­
retary of the London Methodist Dis­
trict, they were as follows: First 
Methodist Church. $111; Dundas Cen­
tre, $63; Wellington Street, $28; As­
kin Street, $51; Colborne Street, $36;

Toronto, Nov. 28.—Vigorous pro­
tests against violation of the United 
States liquor laws by visitors from 
British territory, a declaration that 
the United States would be forced to 
extend the three-mile limit if rum- 
running on the Atlantic seaboard 
continued in its present proportions, 
pleas from several sources for the co- 
operation of Canada and the United 
States for the waging of war on the 
bootlegger, and a survey which 
showed that drinking of alcoholic 
liquors in Great Britain had de­
creased over the last twenty years, 
roused the enthusiasm of the dele­
gates who attended this afternoon’s 
session of the World League Against 
Alcoholism in Massey Hall. In 
terms of no uncertain emphasis. 
Wayne B. Wheeler. LL.D, general 
counsel of the Anti-Saloon League 
of America, declared that “when we 
go to England or any other country 
we obey the law. and ask you in ail 
kindness to do the same when you 
come to our country."

In language equally direct. Sir 
George Foster, veteran among the 
leaders of prohibition in Canada, de­
cried the deliberate violation of pro­
hibitory laws which had received the 
considered sanction of the people, 
and declared that such action was 
not compatible with the duties of a 
citizen of a democratic country.

The big guns of the convention of 
World Leaguers Against Alcoholism 
now in the home stretch spread out 
over the city tonight and addressed 
mass meetings in the leading 
churches, dealing with the work of 
the league and the progress being 
made throughout the world by the 
prohibition cause. The convention 
will wind up tomorrow night.

Following the “no surrender" pro­
hibition address by the premier of 
Ontario last night, the attorney- 
general of this province, Hon. W. E. 
Raney, appeared before the conven- 
tion today and added his assurance 
that Ontario was in the dry column 
to stay.

Success which completely justified 
the efforts of those responsible for 
its existence attended the convention 
of representatives of Anglican young
