Increasing dissatisfaction shows itself in

Such alarmini tales have been told of
the beverage made from raisins and sold as
the juice of the grape, that it is consolatory
to learn that the wine made from the rais-
ins is by no means injurious to health. The
writer of the article entitled “What to
Drink,” in the R >publique Francaise, states
that mest of the houses which make this
wine gt their fruit direct from the Grecian
archipelago or Asia Minor ia bags of apout
130 pounds weight. The fruit is placed in
large wooden tubs holding about 500 gal-
lons, together with water heated in steam
pipes. The fermentation commences al-
most as rapidly as with fresh fruit,and Jasts
from eight to ten days. It is then pumped
out into vats. At this stage of the process
it is of a light color like Moselle ; and a
good deal of it is sent into the French de-
partments of the Meurthe and the Vosges,
where, after having been simply filtered, it
is sold as the wine of the country. At the
next stage of manufactare it is passed
$hrough s closely woven cloth to free it
from impurities, and a little slcohel is ad~
ded. It is then eolored with some harmless

reparation, the one most used being made
?rom the lees of fresh grapes. It can be
sold wholesale for from $3 to $4 the 22}
gallons. :
