Jail Accommodation in Toerenfo,

An overcrowded jail is just what Toronto is
troubled with at present. Many years ago
when the city was less populous and erime
had nos developed to its present proportions,
seventy-six cells were more than sufficient to
dccommodate all the offenders sent to the
establishment. But Toron
ing itself out, and with its increased diinensions
he criminal list has been substantially aug-
mented. There were last night 176 prisoners
in the jail, with but cell accommodation for
76. The natural result is that, proper classifi-
cation canuot be observed, and whilst vhe
overcrowding makes things as uncomfurtable
as need be desired for the prisongrs—and few
will sympathise with them on this score—it is
doubtful if in' the interests of the law-abiding
